They antagoniza tha prevailing public 
sentiment. They disturb, or at least 
try to disturb, the movements of the 
times, They are often spoken of with 
contempt. But if the machinery of 
society 18 like other machinery may not 
these *'crauks’ be essential to its efficent 
working ? 
We do not apply this word “crank” to 

moral crookedness, but only to intelect- 
ual egpentricty. The swindler is nat a 
“erank™” but® a criminal. The real 
“crank” is nearly always a good man. 
His fellowmen say of him, “He means 
well. He wants and tries to be useful. 
What a pity itis that he is so crotchety!™ 
He is condemned because he is not 
atraight, or round, but angular. When 
society is revolving in circles he comes 
with his cross purposes to disturb its 
motien and give it a new direction. 
And again, when ivis moving in right 
lines, either horizontal or perpendicular 
he tries to revolutioniza it, to get it to 
stop and turn something. He is not, 
usually, a selfish man, wanting to change 
the up and down motion to circular 

motion in order to grind bisown axe. 
He ig more frequently a martyr, who sac- 
riices money, time, and reputation 1n 
Quixotic effect to make the world better 

and happier. And thence, conservative 
Christian people, wha waut to do good 
quietly, in the old horizontal way, often 
wish that their cranky friends would quit 
fighting windmills and help them in the 
real campaign against the powers of dark- 
ness. We confess to a kindly feeling for 
the *‘cranks” even when we are obliged to 
criticize and condemn then.

Destroyed by Fire. 
_ The basinees pars of the village of Dan- 

ville, V., was wiped out hy fire in one hour 
last week, only the bank and hotel escapi 
Tweaty-three buildings were barned, inelud- 
tog barns. Twenty-scven families are home- 
less, mostly poor people, who saved nothing 
and carried no ivsarance. The loss is $40,- 
000 to $50,000, insured about $20,000. The 
fire barned over eight acres, setting fire to 
grass Iwo miles away. Heavy rains for the 
past 24 hours effsctuslly stopped the progress 
of the flames in the Michigan forests, Re- 
porte are coming in of damage done on the 
Marquette, Houghton and Oatonagon home- 
stead lands, The worst damage occurred oo 
Tuesdsy, The fire started about eix miles 
fram Bruce's eroesing in the centre of the 
pew settlements, The wind blew a gale and 
the fire ran like a race borse. The settlers 
fled before it, making their way toward the 
railroad track, but the smoke became so 
dense that many were obliged to seek the 
ditches and bury themselves in the moist soil 
for bre:th and to escape the intense heat, 
The Bellaire goblet works at Findlay, Ohio, 
were burned Thursday, Loss, $115,000; in- 
surance, $65,000. Some 300 men are thrown 
out of employment. Tne works are the: 
largest af the kied in the world,

Eoough is known, 
however, to enable thoughtful wen to pre- 
dict that this combination of capital, maebi- 
very, good soil and a vast area ot wheas land 
will in tho future exercise a disturbing in- 
fluence on the wheat products of ail other 
ands in that great mart of all—:ihe British 
market. Our United States friends are now 
saying that in view of this California devel- 
opment it does not matter to America waether 
the ryot of lodia works for nothing, or nos, 
80 far as Indian's competition i¥ concerned, 
[ndia, by the way, beinz the country whose 
wheat supply the United Slates have been 
most in dread of. But if machinery and cap- 
ital can 80 reduce the cost of raising wheat in, 

Y | Califoruia why not in ladia, in Russia, in 
the Uanadian Northwest, where there are also 
unlimited areas of wheat lands? 1% must 
not be supposed that those economio results 
can be limited to a portion of a single great: 
conntry. If hardy wheat is needed, our 
Northwest produces as fine as any in the 
world. If thousand acre farms are wanted
