CROPS REPORT. 

The Sscretary for Agriculture, Frederioron, 
has ifsued bis annual report of the harvest of 
1889. In it Mr. Lugrin says : — 
Tbe season of 1889 was in many respects 

an exceptional ove. It was higuly favorable 
to larm work. A fine dry epriog enabled 
farmers to get in their crops eariy and in 
goud shape. At no time during the summer 
was there rain enough to eerivuely interfere 
with work aod the harvest weather was all 
tbat could be desired. Yet it wes not with- 
out serious drawbacks, and in consequence of 
these, the crop of the year was not a tull one.
