It ie legiti-
mate and right that we, being the smaller
country, should endeavor to conciliate you in
every possible manner, and yield to you, and
agree to such saleguards as you may think
pecessary or desirable for the security of your
own interests. We have slways been an-
xious and williocg for this, and we are willing
to do so still. 1 am convinced that our peo-
ple, knowing that Eogland and Scotland and
Wales have for the first time turned the ear
of reason to the solution of this question, will
steadily reswt cvery incitement to disorder,
to turbulence aad to crime, and that they
will bold fast i the true way pointed out to
them by she right bovorable gentleman the
member for Midiothian in 1885, until he gete
that obance which we bope and believe will
be & uesr one, buth for the sake of lreland
and for the sake of Eogland, of sgain touch«
ing the great beart of his countrymen.
