In the present instance should Miss Tibbits
seek, which probably she will not, reprisal

Secret Societies, Etc.

The Christian Visitor thinks there are too
many outside organizitions doing or profess-
ing to do work that properly belongs to the
church, This may be eo as regards organi-
sations of a religious character. As regards
those organizitions which are of a professedly
philantbropbic, social, moral and general
character, each with some distinctive features,
while in Canada we bave not gone yet to
the same extent, still the tendency is in the
direction of following the example set in
the United States where there are hundreds
of such organizations in existence, and being
ocontinually added to, who:te various calls
upon their membere for the expenditure of
time, labor and money are constant and
enormous. The claims of bhowe, the church,
and in some cases of business pnust suffer in
the interest of secret societies when these
Jatter become so numerous aud really 8o large
in membersbip as is the case at present. We
would pot undirate the value of somo of
these soocieties, bat would wvot, at the same
time, ‘orget that their practical benefit must
be judged by the actusl good resulting and
the cost. We think Capada need not import
any new orders from the United States.

The Carnival.

A good many of the citizons of Carleton
Co. bave gone to St. John, this week, to
swell the aggregate of visitors to that city
and enjoy the Carnival celebrations which be-

gan on Monday.

If a display of buntiog may be recoguized
a8 an outward and visible sign of the inward
grace of patriotiem, then the dieplay of red,
white and blue, all along the streete of St.
Jobn, proclaimed in stroog terms the loyalty
of her people.

The first event in the Carnival programme
and a very fitting oue too was the temperance
proceseion oo Monday morning. It was large
and oreditable; its notable feature was the
fact that all the various temperance ergani-
zations, including those under the auspices
of the K. C. Church, were numerously rep-

resented.

The next, and the peculiarly attractive
feature, was the Electrio display in the Ex-
bibition building.

Here the Carnival was formally opened by
excellent addresses by ex-Mayor Thorne,
chairman, and Governor Tilley, and, in con-
section with this opening, the interesting
feature was the firing of guns in the Barrack
Square—one by Mr. Vanhorne, of the C. P.
R., in Montreal, and one by the Mayor of
Vancouver, B. C. Thus to carry the electric
spark over the distancs of hundreds and
thoueands of miles and discharge guns at 8
preconcerted moment is indeed & wonder.

The electric dieplay, which was a display
of electric lighte, and of electric motive power,
presented in a variety of forms and colors was
very pretty and interesting, especially to
those who had not enjoyed opportunities pre-
viously for witnessing similar displays io
some of the larger ocitice. The illuminated
cascade, the revolving garden and revolving
Japanese umbrella, the electric organ and
piano, which, however, were not in workiog
order on the firet day, and many other de-
'signs aond devices illustratiog how electricity
and the incandescent light can be used to
beautify and;convenience, were attractive and
admired.

The days of the Carnival, following the
firet, while on every day the electric display
continued, were devoted to trade processione,
Caraival prooeesions, illaminations, fire
worke, races, games, military exbibitions,
etc., and all were witnessed by thoueands of
strapgers, in addition to the citizens, who by
car and boat and stage and foot, from far and
near, made pilgrimage to St. Jobn oo the
occasion,

Among the visitors were numeroue prese
rep:eeentatives from Canadian provincee and
States of the Union. These would fiod,
doubtless, in the surroundings of the city. in
its pleasant air, its fiae harbor, and so forth,
themes for admiration even if the features of
the Carnival iteelf did not invite their won-
der or regard, and as they feel they will
write and thus the city be advertised, to use
a common-place word, widely and well,

Io and abont the railway worke st MoAdam

Junetion, there 18 great activity just now, and
the recently burned departments are being

rapidiy replaced, und-r the ganeral supervi-
gion of the wechanical euperintendent, Mr.
Haggerty.

Some of the lighter machines have been
repaired and are being cperated in temporary
quarter:; & qiite large buildiog bas been
erected and 1s nuw occupied by the black-
smiths, while the pattern makers are in old
cars pressed ioto uee for their purposes. The
foundations upon which the larger machines
rested have been repaired and the macbines
remsiniog in their original poritions bave,
some of them, agsin been got into working
order, and are being run by smail portable
eogines, while the other mashines are bsiog
repaired. Tne wachioe shop itself is being
fast completed; it will be coneiderably larger
than was the old one; it is 90 by 180 feet on
the ground; its r.of has an area of over 22,
000 equare fect. The brcss founding ehop
has been repisced and the founders are agiin
at work, Thore are now cogaged in oon-
nection with these works over 175 men,
mostly mechnics

The new round hounse, a big steactare of
irregular form, with rtails fur the grooming,
if not feeding, of 81x steam steeds, iv ropidly
being comp'eted.

The new sbhafting fior the machine shops has
been made hy Coouell Bros. here, and is now
ready for delivery; these new ehops when
finished will no dyubt be oven more complete
in equipment than were the former ones, and
the general anpearance ol MoAdam when the
altcrations in the yard, straightening of the
main tracks and eidings, ete,, now under way,
are finished, will be vastly improved, while
the cnveniences for traffio and traoefer will
be increared.

MceAdam is, for its size, one of the liveliest
little towos to be found, and it is 80 with the
liveliness of industry, the aciivity of buriness.
How ¢+n it be otherwire when between two
bundrcd and three hundred men are activaly
at work within a emall radiue, and when
some 34 traine are arriving and departiog
daily; this pot including the specisl trains
engaged in ballasting, transporting loge, eto.

THE WOODSTOCK & CENTRE-
VILLE RAILWAY.

—_—

Tarning the First Sod.

This interesting ceremony was performed on
the 220d inst , on the surveyed lice of the above
projected railwsy, about two miles below Cen-
treville in the presence of some 200 or 300 peo.
ple, by Mrs. H. T Scholey, the wife of the Presi-
dent of the road. Loud calle for speeches were

then made, aud the company was first addressed
by the President, who dealt with Canada’s won-
derful railway development since Confederation;
of the binding together of the different Provinces
of the Dominion in trade and commerce, snd in
the general development of the country resalt-
ing therefrom. He had every confidence that
the fi ‘st sod thus turned would be followed by
the speedy construction of the road

The next speakers were our two M. P. P.’s.
Dr. Atkinson was glad te be present to musnifest
the interest whioch he felt in the undertaking—
this ceremony marked sn epoch in the history
of the County, and was a further step in the
general railway development of the Dominion
referred to by the President. He touched upon
the queetion of subsidies from the local govern-
ment in aid of railwaye. and the position which
in the interests of the County he felt compelled
to take when the question came up in the as
sembly. He spoke strongly of the claims of
Carleton County sni1 the whole northeastern
section of New Brunswick upon the exchequer
of the Province inaid of railway development:
$2,100,000 had been spent to crnstruct railways
in the eastern, southeastern and southern parts
of New Brunswick, snd out of that yast amount
of money Carleton had not received ome dollsr.
It was now our turn. He referred to the Subsi-
dy Act of 1882, and showed that only 250 miles
of road were subsid'zed by that Act; that the
other lines were subsidized only on coadition
that fature Houves of Assembly would agree to
such subeidy; and when a road wes in the posi-
tion of this one—when it bad the Dominion sub-
sidy,—he thought the Province ought to con-
tribute an additional subsjdy, the two parlia-
ments working together to develop the country.
He certainly thought that when such a road as
the 8t Jobn Valley railroad received » subsidy,
sid could not with any reason or jusrice be de
nied to this line. He could not as the repre-
sentative uf the County endorse the government
in subsidizing the 8t Jobn "Valley road and
neitber giving nor pledging any sid whatever to
lines in this County.

Mr. Ketchum followed. He too was glad to
be present to take part in this interesting cere-
mony; he dealt with the sction of the govern.
ment on the railway reeolutions and his sttitude
upon that question. By the Lobster Act of
1882, the different Counties had entered into an
sgreement which led to the subeidizing of many
lines ; 250 miles had been suteidised as his col-
league had stated, but there were 250 miles more
mentioned in that act, and the Government felt
itse'f pledged to carry out tbe agreement then
entered inte. He did not wish to reflect upon
anyone, but he thought if previous rep:esenta-
tives of this county had pressed the claims of
this county in this mstter the two rosds now
being agitated for would have been placed in the
general subgidy act of 1882. He felt ccnfident
that the Government wou'd grant a subsidy to
this line of railway. Hc could not vote for &
general subsidy act, as that wouyld take away
our grant to roads and bridges, but the read
uoder cooeideration had merits of its own. He
spoke of the liberality of the Blair Governmeot
to the county in the construction of bridges, and
claimed that they had done more in this direc-
tion for the county than had been done by soy
government of the Province for thelast 20 years.

W. T. Drysdale, Esq , followed, dwelling ypon
the growth of the county; upon its wants hzing
supplied as those wants developed ; of the great
rosds which were needed in the past, and which
were built;—now we needed rsilways, and they
too would be built. He did not like the expres-
sions, the Government will give this or that.
They were agents of the people, given a little
brief power for the people’s good, and the money
we receive frum them was not & gift, but a due;
it was our own, He did not think snyone was

!in a posttion to state povitively that the local

Government would grant s subsidy. He did
pot like the remark which one of the previous
speakers had made that s sabsidy granted to

this road might be less than $3,000 per mile.
That was the amount graoted to other roads by
the act of 18582, and this road had greater merits
than almost any road named in that sct, and
was entitled to fully as large & subsidy; snd
further, this railway could not be constructed
for less than the two subsidies, He spoke of the
possibility of the Grand Trunk R. R, building
the road and making it a competing line with
the N. B. R. R He trusted that the road would

be built. The ceremony of to day was for the
purpose of holding the Dominion subsidy; the

" work of construction would now have to be com- |
' menced and proceeded with to that end.

Other epeakers followed. Rev. Mr. Harvey
spoke eloquently of the fertility of the country
and the push and energy of Centreville. We
must make known our wants; we must show
courage, and demand of the Government fair
consderation, and unless we do we will not get
and we need not expect a railwsy. There were
Joud oslls for other speskers, and Mesars. West
aod Hartley responded briefly after which the
gathering broke up.
