To the Editors of the Carleton Sentinel : 

Some weeks ago I wrote a letter to your 
valuable paper, recommending the corpora- 

tion of Woodstock to build and establish &

Since writing my former letter, I 
have ascertained that the corporation cannot

Council. So far that is very good. I believe 

the County should be consulted, and I feel
