To
raise money for the undertaking, heavy taxes
were imposed, and rich presents flowed in
from every quarter, batstill the riches of the
East oould bardly bear the strain. It has
doors of oedar of Lsbaoon, inlaid with gold,
silver, ivory and amber, and its sltar was
made of precivus stones set in rich metals.
[ts pillars are made of bronze, of the richest
marbles, Lapie Lazuli, Sardonyx, Porphery,
eto.,, many of whioch were taken from the
temple of Diana at Ephesus near Smyrna,
from Athens, Rome, Venioe, Alexandria
[magine yourself in a structure covering more
than an acre, planted with a perfect forest of
colamns and reofed with a splendid dome,
and enough mozaio work left to cover a half
acre field; suepend thoueands ot lsmps be-
tween the dome aond floor, seatter richly
carved deeks or palpite, with their lovely
divins and elegaot Tarkish earpete sbout
various parts of the buildiog, the preacher
sitting croes legged on the divsvs, reading
from the koran or talkiog to many groups of
men and women in their pioturesque drese,
squatted cross legged oo the matting and
beautiful osrpets with which the floor is
covered. The men and women are always in
separate clusters, each before ite respective
dervish. A dozen or more services may go on
at the same time in a quiet tone without in-
terfering with each other. Putimmense foun-
taine here snd bang gigzantio iusoriptione
there, one will have eome idea bhow Saint
Sopbia looks on eatering is. A person may
wander a long time through the corridors,
finding new beauties at every step. I had
much difficulty in keepiog my outer shoee in
place, and often one of the attendants would
look daggers at me a3 muoch as to say “t-ke
care, sir! it won’t do for your unholy shoes
to touch these carpets,” and even with all the
caution possible [ am afraid they did several
times, We wiehed to go into the gallery,
bat it was Do g7. At night we agiin paid a
visit and this time by the liberal use of back-
sish, attained our objeoct—sa visit to the gal-
lery. A lovely scene now presents itself, the
thoueands of lampe all lighted, great stars
and wreaths of flame fl)at in the air between
the dome aund the flror; when every pillar,
alcove and corridor are ablszs, and when the
various galleries are walied with flame, the
mosque takes on a new grandeur, which
added to the picturesqueness of the worshipo-
pers themselves make a night in Saint Sopbia
one of the greatest sighte of the world. The
worsbippers numbered some thousands, and
were all koeeling on their knees with their
faces towards Mecca, In turbaneand gowns,
with their bare or stockinged feet, looking
up a¢ the gallery, they formed long linee of
ourious ocolor on the white mats away down
under the floating flame. The Inman was
preaching in 8 shrill voiee which appeared to
penetrate to the remotest recesses of the vast
motque, and in response to which these thou-
sands rose and fell in perfect harmony in
their devotions, and when their knees struck
the floor it sounded like the rumbling of dis-
tant thunder, and when they bowed their
heads to the floor the sound came up as
though made by the fall of some great weight
rather than by the touching of thousands of
forebeads. Io front of cach worshipper was
placed his shoes and at the close of the service
each Mobammedan took these in his hands
and walked with them out of the church.
The prayers and methods are all regulated
by the koran, and no matter how msny thou-
eands may be together they all pray the same
and go through the same manmavers. If
he is a faithful son of Mobamet, he will pray
five times daily, not earing wbat bhis sur-
roundings are: at the houre sof prayer,
whether in the street, on the steamer, at
business, visiting or what not, at that mo-
ment he leaves all else, bows upon his koeee,
with his face towards Mecca, and will not be
disturbed on eny account, even if he were to
lose thousands of dollars by it—this hae been
proved in several instances. They are proud
of their religion and you may count their
conversions to christianity by dozsne, they
are 87 few. Missionaries out here havs told
me that it is almost impossible to make any
impression upon them, and their work is
chiefly confined to other classes. Christians
may learo many aseful lessone from their
sincers devotion,
