it repairs would do violence to the langusge, and 
to say that it is a deliberate attempt to damage 
ard eventually destroy the building would look 
a little too strosg by those who have not seen 
this most scandalous and ridiculous attempt at 
the destruction of a building, which the people 
of the County by a formal vote resolved to re- 
tain, preserve and repair. I am prepared to 
prove from the mouths of members of the com- 
mittee themselves that the job is part of a delib- 
erate plan to desiroy and not to repair, and 1 
hope representative men from the Ccunty will 
take the trouble to view this sceve of the work 
of Boyd and Watson; the sight wiil amply repay 
thew for all the trouble of a visit.

populous County of Carleton, of euch a character 
as po man would put under his barn!! Messrs,
