Woodstock Market, 

To the Editors of the Carleton Sentinel : 

Having lived in the County of Carleton for 
about 30 years, and over 40 years in England, 
permit me to make a few remarks about a 
Woodstock market, and about markets gen- 
erally. During the maoy years of my ex- 
perience I have never met with a town of the 
population of Woodstook that prospered long | 
without a market; when I say market I mean 
a market houee, where people can buy and 
sell their goods at fixed times. This, I am 
sorry to say is not the oaee, in Woodstock. 
A farmer living 15 or 20 miles from Wood- 
stock, baviog produce to sell, has to start 
very early in tte morning to get there in 
reasonable time; on arrival he has to still 
tire himself and horses more by travelling 
over the town to shops snd houses to sell his 
produce, besides suffering many otber incon- 
veniences. The man who lives near the town 
is in the same position, only he bas not so 
much travel. The people of Woodstock are 
equally inconvenienced, for they in most 
cages have to wait till some one comes round 
peddling their stuff. All this might be 
avoided by an established market, Let 
there be a proper market house built either 
by the corporation or by a company under a 
charter. Let there be charges made for 
stalls, and let the market days be fixed. 
Wednesday and Thursday would be good 
days in each week. It would be a bleesing 
to farmers and dealers generally to have a 
moatbly or quarterly castle maiket, where 
all desiring could go and buy or sell their 
cattle. Proper pene for stock could be pro- 
vided, at appropriate oherges. Thies would 
prove a paying thing for the town and a great 
convecieuce to the people. Peddling within 
the corporation must be effectually stopped; 
it is now a perfect nuisance. 1 woald like
