Besides imitations, says William Mat- 

influences 
which lead to suicide; but the most 
powerful is that which we denote by the 
general term civilization. Self-killing is 
emphatically the crime of intellectual 
peoples. Almost unknown to savages. 
rare among Mohammedans, it rages 
among the nations most advanced in 
culture and refinement, with a fierceness 
exactly proportionate to their mental 
development. It is said that Rome 
knew nothing of this curse until after 
the establishment of the empire. It 
was when the Roman legions had carried 
their eagles triumphantly through the 
world and brought back the means of 
luxury in the spoils of Eurcpe, Asia and 
Africa, that life in the Eternal City be- 
gan to be ‘weary, stale, flat and unprofit- 
able.” To-day the Germans, who are 
the profoundest thinkers and the most 
cultivated people, are also the most 
suicidal race in Europe. France comes 
next, England third, Italy and Hungary 
fourth; while on the other hand, Spain, 
the most backward of European nations 
in culture, Ireland, Portugal, Corsica 
and Dalmatia, rank the lowest in the 
suicidal scale. 

Counting a Billion, 

What is a billion? The reply is very 
simple—a million times a million. This 
is quickly written, and quicker still pro- 
nounced. But no man is able to count 
it. You count I60 or 170 a minute: 
but let us suppose that you go as far as 
200, then an hour would produce 12,000; 
a day 288,000 ; and a year, or 365 days, 
105,120,000. Let us suppose now that 
Adam. at the beginning of bis existence, 
had begun to count, had continued to do 
80, and was counting still, he would not 
even now, according to the usually sup- 
posed age of ths globe, have counted near 
enough. For to count a billion he would 
require 9,912 years, 342 days, 5 hours 
and 20 minutes, according to the above 
rule.

Mr. James Hannay, whose reputation a3 a 

Oanadian historian ia esta’ished, thus speaks
