Charles Dickens and His Son. 

Mr. E. B. L. Dickens, the son of the 
great novlist, has recently been elected a 
member of the New South Wales Parlia- 
ment. He was born on March 13, 1852. 
The letter of paternal ‘advice which 

Dickens addressed to bis youngest son 
on the eve of his departure for Australia 
is worth * ailing just now when that 
son bag risen to be a colonist and a 
member of the parliament of the parent 
colony. It is given in full at page 445 
of the third volume of John Forster's 
“Life.” Here is an extract :— 

“It is my comfort and my sincere cor- 
viction that you are going to try the life 
for which you are best fitted. I think its 
freedom and wildness more suited to you 
than any experiment in a study or office 
would have been. Try to do to others 
as you would have them do to you, and 
do not be discouraged if they fall some- 
times. It is much better for you that 
they should fail in obeying the greatest 
rule laid down by our Saviour, than that 
you should. 1 put a New Testament a- 
mong your books for the very same rea- 
sons and with the very same hopes that 
made me write an easy account of it for 
you when you were a little child—Dbe- 
cause it is the best book that ever was or 
will be known in the world and because 
it teaches you the best lessons by which 
any human creature who tries to betruth- 
ful and faithful to duty can possibly be 
guided.” 

Exactitude of Science, 

Exactitude is the aim of science, and, 
accordingly, the endeavour to weigh and 
measure has run into all departments. 
Strange as it may seem, so ethereal a 
thing as electricity can now be measured 
as regards its quantity and force with as 
great accuracy as a tradesman can weigh 
a pound of tea or measure off a yard of 
cloth ; and even the energy of heat and 
light can be expressed in terms of quan- 
titative measurement. Nor is the mind 
of man afraid to grapple with the mea- 

infinitely small things. We compute 
the distance of the fixed stars, and we 
weigh the planets. On the other side, 
by means of the microscope, we can mea- 
sure the size of bodies so minute that 
each is no longer and broader than the 
one fifty-thousandth of an inch. It is 
just as easy to measure a minute body, 
the one ten-thousandth of an inch broad, 
a8 it is to measure the breadth of a din- 
ing-room table.— Professor Mackendrick. 

Success presupposes conditions and 
preparations for it—the energy, self- 
sacrifice, and self abnegation which bring 
brawn and breadth and dignity, strength 
and wisdom and skill. We cannot safe- 
ly jump into success : we are likely to get 
hurt, and some fall back disheartened to 
where they belong.

The very toil 
and struggle and plodding that bring 
solid gain bring also the nature experi- 
ence, thorough discipline, and hard 
knocks that make up stalwart manhood 
and permanent success.— Items of Inter- 
est,
