built—a bridge thet wes a failure from the 
very beginning, end a bridge tbat at fires 
was built chiefly for railroad purposes, and 
was afterwards abandoned by the R. R. Co. 
who built a new bridge. Ae that bridge 
was built in 8 mud hole, and the piers i 
ily gave way, leaving it in ite ¢ dilapi- 
dated condition, it was evident to every 
sensible men that it would bave been the 
height of madness to expend sny farther 
sams oo what would have been useless re-- 
pairs. Thie wae patent to Mr. Ketohum and 
Mr. Blair and bie Government, They knew 
tbat a bridge was absolutely necessary at 
Woodstock, and took the requisite steps to 
fix upon the bset site, as to foundation for 
iere and the convenience of the pablic. 

The Government engineers surveyed the eur- 
roundiogs and fixed upon the best Jooality, 
according to their judgment, and their choice 
of locality has been cordially approved of by 
all competent judges—apart from the uensl
