The weather muat be 
carefully studied, for if there is tco much mois- 
ture in the air when it is pressed it will mould, 
and the same will happen if too much moisture 
‘is sprinkled upon it for the purpoge of opening 
the leaf, Agwin. if it is over-dried in the oven, 
it will turn criep, and will nip the tongue in 
smoking. It is by oareful attention to all these 
points that the ¢ Myrtle Navy’ has been 
brought to such perfection.
