the sppointment of & special committee to im-
vestigate the same, or its reference to & stand-
ing committee for this purpose.

Toe licutenant governor oannot reoall 1o mem
ory s eing'e case where s commission such as
has been aeked for, was gramted when these
preliminary steps were not takea, or where
evideace warrantiag such a course had mot been
submitted to or brought before a parliamentsry
committee.

In the present case rixteen of the eighteen
chargzes made by the momorialists have not been
formalated by any member im the legislature,
sad the memorial is unaccompsnied by anmy
statement of the nature of the evidemoce upon
which the memoria'ists rely in support of their
accuestions

In addition to the specific oharges made it is

It appears to the lieutensnt governor that the
granting of the request of the m' morialists, in-
oluding the general referemce ssked for, wou!d
be mot only at variance with the well established
usages of parliameat, but with the principles
of British justice.

While the lieutensnt goyernqr is most anxious
to guard the public interestp in pyery way
sible, consistent with and within his constitn-
tiomal authority, he desires to guard against the
breaking down of the pariiamentary bulwarks
ereoted afier great experiencs, with which 1em-
bers of parliament and goveraments are wisely
surrounded. Uader these gircumstanges the
lieutenant governor does not feel warranted in
granting the request of the memorislists.

THE BRIDGE.

Our readers will be interested 1n the fol-
lowing report of the discussion in the House
of Aseembly on the Woodstock bridge :
FFrepER1CTON, Mareh 30.— W hen the house
was in committeo of supply on the item of
$114.000 for the Woodstock bLridge, yester
day, Hon. Mr. Rayn said it wae tiret proposed
that $50,000 be takan for ths buildiog of »
bridge at Woodstock, and it was intended
tbat that sum should come cus of the $250
000 voted last year. At that time it wus
not intended that the Moncton pridge weu'd
have tu be provided fur out of the larger
¢m>unt named, but during the year the build-
ing of Moncton bridge had become a neces
sity. The governwert sent competent en
gineers to Woodstock to make surveys, eta ,
and the result of their work was that the
government decided that it would be in the
best interests of the pruvince to bauild at
Woodstock inetead of a wooden structure a
etone and iron bridge The procent Wood.
stock bridge cost e ghteen years ago the sum
of $25,000. Sinca then the repairs unon
it had cost %41 500. These two uwmounts
with interest brought the total cost ot tie
bridge up to $)0,600 The sctimate for the
propoged bridge, a8 would he noticed, was
$114,000, and there wus every reason to be
lieve that when constructed the bridge would
lae: for fully one hundred years, #o that in
the end the provinos wouid effeet coasider-
able eaving in its construction as at present
proposed.  There had been much talk as to
the location of the new Woodstock bridge.
but the government had decided wupon the
ono that bad been reported favorably upon
hy most competent engineers. The proposed
bridge wouid be over a thousand feet loger
than the preesent one.

D¢, Atkinson said there was very much
difference of opinion a8s to the site of the
bridge. The proposed bridge would be thir-
teen hundred feet longer than the present
one, and be had it from the authority of com
petent engineers, that an equally goud foun-
dation could have been secured for the site
opposite Queen Street. Had this eite been
seleoted, the new bridge would bave been
seven hundred and fifty feet shorter than the
one at the proposed site, or in otber words
a bridge could have been conStructed fifteen
hundred leet in length, instead of this one
which would be over twenty.two bundrced
feet in length, Now according to Mr. Beck:
with's estimate a bridge of fifteen hundred
feet 1n length built of iron end stove could
be built at Hartland for $60,000, and there
wasaot the slightest doubt that a bridge
built opposite Queen street, Woodstock,
would not cost any more. In view of the
short distance between Kirg and Queen
streets ; in view of enginesr Backwith's re-
port, and in view of the fact that at the pro-
posed site thers would be congiderable ot in
digging down to a solid bed of the river, he
must ocondemn the proposed expenditure
whioh meant the throwing away of $50,000
or $60,000 more than was nscessary, and the
amount contained in the estimates bsfore the
house would build a bridge a Woodstcek and
another at Hartland as well. The propssed
site had been celected at the instance of a
number of political wire pulleis in Wood-
stock who owned propsrty there, and not in
the public interest. It was an outrageous,
destardly equanderiog of the people’s money.

Dr. Atkinson replied that he d:d not knHw

The goveroment won!d have heen
pleased to have saved money in connection
with the erection of a bridgs at Woodstock,
but haviog bad the matter thoroughly ex-
amined by competent enginsers, they hed
come to the conclusion that the proposed was
the only feacible site.

Mr, Katohem stated that there. was only
a matter of some 10 or 15 roJs distance be
tween Kiog street, the proposed eite, and
%ueen gtreet, suggested by D). Atkinson -ae
the proper site. He bad no hesitation io
eaying that Dr, Atkinson was misiaken when
he sought to oreate the impreseion that the
river was seven hundred and fi'ty feet lass
acroes from a point opposite Queen strest
Dr. Atkineon’s figures mast havs been m:de
on a measurement from Shea's Puint to ihs
old ferry landing. Dr. Atkinson eaid that
the site bad been selected by government in
phe interest of political wire pullers at Wood-
stook. As for himself (Kotcham) his great
goncern was 80 seoure for VY oodstook ¢rd
Carleton (ounty & bridge of a perminest
oharacter. He was not s0 mugh conoarned
about the site, so long ae the bridge was not
located at the upper site, which was a dan-
geroue one and one at which many aosideats
bad occurred. He wae well satiefi=d that the
government had eelected the best site possible,
from an engineering standpoint, and that
the question of who would bs pleased or dis-
pleased with the looafion had’ not affected
thejr decision. : W g
