Dr. Briggs. 

Many of the papers frequently refer to the 
Brigge heresy oase which bas occupied, and 

is just now occupying the attention of the 
General Presbyterian Assembly in seesion at 
Washington. Tbe following resume of the 
case from the Star may be interesing to 
some who bave not closely followed ite vari- 
ous phases : — 
The Brigge controversy began more than 

three years sgo, and has been raging furi. 
cusly in American Presbyterian Church 
circles. It originated in an address made 
by the Rev. Dr. Brigge on January 20, 1891, 
opon the occasion of his induction into the 
Eiward Robinson Chair of Biblical Theo- 
logy at the Union Theological Seminary in 

bombshell in the camp of the Gharcb, as it 
embodied the advanced end liberal shoughst 
and advocated principles regirded as her- 
etical. Dr. Brigge smoog other things de- 
olared that there wers three great foun- 
tains of Divine autbority—the Bible, the 
Ohureh and Beason. He held that the Bible 
as a book was paper, print and binding, and 
nothing more, divine only in ita goneeption 
and mot in style or worde, and be set forth 
firmly the idea of progressive #smctification 
alter death. Immediately after the delivery 
of thia address the matter was brought be- 
fore she Prssbytery of New York, and on 
April 13, 1891, a committee wasappointed so 
prepare oyidepos against Dec. Briggs and 
bring the oberges before the Presbytery. 
Dr. Briggs submitted bis defense on Novem- 
ber 4, in which be retracted nope of the 
statements in his address. The Presbytery, 
aopon hearing both she report and the de- 
fenss, decided by a vote of 94 to 39 to dis- 
mise the oases. Hore than one hundred lead- 
ing ministers and members of the Charch 
in New York immediately sigued a com- 
plsint to the General Assembly of the 
Presbyterian Obhareb, asking for a second 
trial upon teehuical grounds. The Aseem- 
bly remanded the ease back to the 
Presbytery of New York for triai, and the 
Presbytery, after a protracted hearing ex- 
tending ower seyeral weeks, acquitted De. 
Briggs of the charge of heresy. [he prose- 
cutors of the obarge immediately sg} about 
taking the case $0 the (General Assembly 
now sitting at Washiogton. De. Brigge 
and hie friende conten that this was an 
improper proceeding, and that an eppesl 
should lie to the Synod of New York S:ate, 
which meets at Rochester in (stober, and 
are now ia Washington fighting against the 
Aseembly taking up the case at this stage.
