The firet anoual meeting of the Young
People’s Baptist Union was held on Satur
day evening at 8 o'clook, and a balf hour
waa Fpent 1n religious obeervances.

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Bebring Sca Award.
Writing on the Paris award, the Toronto
Globe saye :—

Oa>» thing is very apparent, the regulations
out not to be eeverely disappointiog to our
ueighbors. Nine of their privileges in this
very profitable oalling are abridged in the
olightost degree. The lessces of the ieland
will likely resume the elaughter of 100,000
animale & year, and the American treasury
will be eariobed to the extent of $300,000 or
$400,000 a yoar as rental and royalty on the
tranchise. The olose ssacon will effzct them
but very little, whereas it outs off the three
beet monthe of the year from the outsidp
bunters.

LonponN, August 19.—Sir Jubo Thompeon,
Canadian Mivister of Justice and member
of the arbitration tribunal, who eailed with
Mr. Tapper om the streamsbip -‘Parician,”
eaid that the award of the tribunal oughs
to fairly eatiefy Oaneda. It wae inevitable,
he g1id, that any regulations should tend to
restriot pelagio eealing, because the treaty
bad not given the arbitrators the right to
pegulate the kiling of se:ls on lapnd or
within territorial wa‘ers. “Tha regnlations
proposed a few weeke ago,’’ said Sir John,

pelagic sesling by British subjsots at any
time whatever within a sixty mile zone
around the Pribylev Islands. He aleo de-
sired to be inform-d whether the award of
the tribunal forbads British eealere to use
firearme, nete or explosives in their yooation;
and whether it established a close season to
be observed by peiagio sealers, and put other
restraints upon British eeilers, while it im-
posed no obligation on the United States to
restrict eealing on land at any timse,
Farther, M:. Bowles said he desired to
be informed whetber the effect of the award
would not be to give a practical monopoly of
the sealing indusiry to the Awmerican, and
deprive British subjscts of any share in that
industry.
