Siace thes, on d.tfe:eat cocasions the oalls of
ministerisl duty hed brought him among them
Not only bad he oftem delivered to them the
gospel message, but he believed he had baptized
from two to three soore of their little omes, mo
lomger babies mow, but before him—many of
them perhaps—in the full flash of life. No
work had of late years given him more emcour-
agement than the work of evamgelizing the
yousg. He was gratifisd to see sdditional evi-
demoes of that work here, smd comgratulated
West Glasaville in having aiready taken the lead
in organmizing & vigorous C. E, 8oc. He bhoped
the ome about to be organized in Central Glass
ville, would quiekly follow suit in Christina zeal
and christism sucoess.
