A very sad accident occurred in this pars 
of the ciiy, on the afternoon of Wednesday, 
Nov. 20th. Me, Obarles E. Broderick, in 
company with his brother Harry, was com- 
ing trom the city on the steam care, ridiog 
on the rear platiorm of the las: car, whem 
Obarlee leaned over the side of the platform, 
pasting his head out to see if is had ceseed 
raining. He wus not aware, probably, Low 
far he wae leaning over; hie bead euddemly 
came ie contact with a sigaal poss, causing 
a complex fracture of she skull. He wae
