Uouneil got to work promptly at 9 o'clock.

Coun. Lindsay (Woodstock) by 
Ooun. Cheney, moved that the 
the Act passed by the Local Legislature at 
last session relating to remuneration to mem- 
bers of — councils. 
Coun, Williams asked if truvelli 

ses were also included. He — SE ob 
ject to councillors being paid $300 a day 
and a reasonable allowance for travelling ex- 
penses or mileage, 
Coun. Oaldwell said that Wicklow had al- 

ways been willing to pay their councillors a 
reasonable amouat. 

Warden Oroakhite took the floor to put 
himself right on thie question. He thought 
in all justice the councillors are entitled to 
the pay allowed by the law passed last win. 
ter. Wicklow had for a gvod many years 
paid its councillors $1 50 a day. They also 
psid their poor masters. As Wicklow had 
then paid their councillorsin the past he 
would like that parish to be exempt from the 
law for the present, if the council should 
adopt it ut thie session. He wished to put 
bimself on record as approving of the motion, 
so far as Wicklow is concerned, and he didn’t 
think the mileage allowed by tha Act is too 
much for the other parishes, but as Wicklow 
had in the past pursued a different course 
from the other parishes he did not want 
that parish to be influsnced by the adopting 
of the Act until the electors could have an 
opportunity to consider the matter. He was 
not sure whether the law made it a County 
or a Parish charge 

Ooun. Oaldwell said he had no doubt that 
Wicklow was willing to pay councillors the 
amoant named ia the Act, but he saw the 
justice of the Warden’s remarks and coincie 
ded with them, and would like to have Wick 
low ase 5 for the present, 

Oovun. Urawford thought it was not fair 
for councillors to take pay for this esssion as 
they came here without any expectation of 
being paid for it. 
Coun, Hartley moved, seconded by Ooun. 

Munro, that further cousideration of the 
matter lay over till the January session, 

Coun, Herding said he was w that 
action in this matter should lay over for all 
time, but it was before the Board and 
should be disposed of one way or the other. 
The local government had passed the Act, 
and it was optional for the municipalities to 
adopt it or not. Wicklow h its 
councillors $1.50 a day; and this Act left 
it optional with the several Boards to pa 
their councillors $3, and they could 
adopt itor let it go. He did not see an 
need of the amendment. If the pi, | 
votes nay to the motion it is put off with- 
out any other amendment. He didn’t be- 
lisve there was a ratepayer in the county 
who is rs pre to have the councillors 
sid. Many of the ratepayers had > dar to 
him about it, snd were desirous ha 
the councillors paid. It is a matter 
much more importancs to councillors com- 
ing from the farthest parts of the couaty 
than it is to those who live near the court 
houss. Their expenses are heavy, in travel- 
ling fare and botel bills, while he (Harding) 
and others living near were not at but wv 
little expense, He believed in a good law 
and would vote for the motion. 

Ooun. Munro said he seconded the am+nd. 
ment for the reason that hs didn’t know of 
a councillor at the Board that had read the 
Act. 
Ooun Lindsay (Wakefield) —I have read 

it. 
Coun. Munro thought councillors might 

hold themselves in patience till the Act is 
publish d eo they can see what it is. He 
was perfectly willing that councillors should 
be paid, especially those from the farthest 
parts of the county. He wae not opposed 
to the principle of the Act, but thought they 
had better wait for another session. ther 
reason for postponiug the adoption of the 
Act is that there is no provision made in the 
estimates for the amount which will be re- 
quired to pay the councillors. 

Ooun. Hartley agreed with the views of 
Ooue Munro. He had to come a long dis- 
tance and had been many years at the Board 
but had never received one dollar remunera- 
tion; and another session without pay would 
not matter much, The Local Legislature 
had seen fit to drop some burdens on the 
municipalities, and are likely to drop more. 
If the counties begin to psy their municipal 
representatives, the Local Government might 
yot usk them to 0 their representatives to 
Fredericton. Ths councillors are never at 
the Board more than two days at one session, 
and the burden to them was not a very 
heavy ons. 
O uu. Bragdon said his parish was williog 

to pay. 
Ooun Williame thought this motion should 

lay over till January, as there is no provision 
made for it in the assessment. 
Ooun. G. Phillips said this wag an impor- 

tant body, and there are as able men in it as 
some who go to the Local Legislature, and 
they had just as good right to bs paid. 
Coun. J. Lindsay eaid since the Act was 

passed he had talked with a good many 
electors and had not found any one opposed 
to it, Business should not be shoved «ff from 
one session to another. If thy Act is not 
adopted, that ends it, there is uo nesd of an 
amendment, 

Uoun. Harding eaid the council frequently 
had to put off business for the purpose of 
getting information. This Act is pussed and 
the councillors know what it is, and in just 
as good position to vote on it now as they 
will be in January. There is no provision 
in ths assessment, but it is the same in other 
matters. He wished it to go to the public. 

Coun. Munro eaxd it is trus that matters 
arise that are not provided for in the assess 
ment, such as court fees ; but this is volan- 
tary, and under the control of the council, 
The Board had passed resolutions condemn- 
ing the government for taxing municipalities, 
but now it is proposed that the Board volun- 
tarily imposes a burdem on the county. 
Oouncillors for the town of Woodstock are 
not paid, and they spend a great deal more 
time than do the county councillors, 
Neither the mayor nor councillors of Wood- 
stock are allowed by law to be paid, Some 
of the town councitlors and mayors serve for 
years and never received a cant. 

Coan, Harding ssid he understood Coun. 
Munro to say before that he believed in the 
principal of the act, now he says he will vote 
nay. 

Coun. Lindsay (Wakefield) eaid the ace 
dces not allow payment to exceed five days 
in any one session. 
The amendment was lost on the following
