HOW SHALL WE KEEP
QUR BOYS ON THE FARM ?

Paper Read by John R. Tompkius,
before the Carleton Co. F, & D.
Assaciation, at Glassville,
July 8th, 1896.

No questior duriog the last ten years has
o much occupied the minds of our people,
has been so much spoken of in Parliament
and written about 1n the press ae that of the
loss of our population.

The census has been most discouraging
and whatever the cause may be for the out-
flow of our people it should be our business
as farmers to eeek the cause and, if possidle,
suggest a remedy.

If-the fault lies with the soil or the cli-
mate, we have little reason to blame those
who wish to better their prospects. If the
fault lies in our commercial policy, by all
mesns chenge the policy. Surely no party
interests can compensate the loss of 25 per
cent of the muscle and brain power that
should be working our farms and factories.
You who know anything of the wonderful
resources of this great country, will say that
pature has given with no sparing hand. Of
what good, however, is all this lavish weslth,
hidden in soil and sea, in mine and forest,
without men and women to work, and weld,
and weave, and knead it into shaps and
form, for the comforts and neceseitios of life.
Osnada to day is like a factory or mill
working one hour out of ten, It is like a
thousand acre farm worked with one meu
and one horse.

We have the farm we want the hands
and brains to work it, full time, and the mar-
kets of the world wiil take our preducts.
We want something to sell more than we
want someons to sell to just now. If wecen
furnish the article there will be no trouble
about the buyer.

Lot us consider soms of the csuses that
have prevented us thus far from attaining a
larger share of immigration and from keeping
our own sons and daughters within our bor-
ders.

Woe are the only large British colony ly-
ing directly alongside of a foreign power,
which is great in wealth and civilization,
and which contains within her boundaries a
variety of soil and climate, offering every in-
ducement to enterpries and spirit. The near-
ness as well as the wealth of the great coun-
try to the west and south of us has over-
shadowed Canada.

When emigrants from the British lsles go
out to Africa they almost invariably settle 1n
one of the Eoglish colonies. Germany hsas
colonies there, but they are unable to com-
pete with the older and more favorably es-
tablished possessions of Britain. We hear
little about any field for immigration in Asia
except British India. Ruesia has pushed her
way down through Turkistan to the borders
of Afghanistan, but few Europeans except
Russians have gone into the country to live.
Australia, as you konow, stands without a
rival in the South Pacitic to compete against
har. Unti! a fow yenars ago the majority of
Earopeans starting out to America knew
aothiog of Oanada, they heard nothing of it
at home. They thought the Stars and
Stripes waved over the Continent, from the
Gulf of Mexico to the Polar Sea. The in-
habitante of the U. S, thought the same,
judgiog from the text books used in their
echools.

ter. Our educational, commercial and ad-
vertising literature was more American than
Oanadian.
Our hardest struggle then has been to get
out from behind the shadow of our big
peighbor, whose greatness has not only
blinded the eyes of Kuropean emigrents to
our worth, but has even dimmed his own
sight to the young and vigorous stripling that
chat has taken root and is growing up in the
fertile soil and bracing air of Oanada.
Tulk about loyality :— Our neighbors
across the border are loyal to a fault. Their
children are taught to believe that no coun-
try is so great and powerful and free as their
»wn. When they upsn their Atlas in school
they see their own country painted in all the
colors of the Solar Spsctrum, and Canada a
vIv)hilte waste pushed up againet the North
ole.
We do not ask our paople to boast of what
they do not have, but surely whethsr resi-
dents or aliens, every Oanadian can truth-
fully speak well of Uanada and ite people.
We may safely lay down the proposition,
that no country has ever grown great in
arms or commsrce without a loyal and pa-
triotic people. To every son and daughter
of Canada “pro patria” should meau *‘for
Canada.”
We are proud of the mother-land, we glory
in her victories and boast of her great achi
evements, but the time has come when our
existence, even as a colony of the Empire,
depends upon the development of a sense of
national importance.
Qall it what you will, I care not whethsr
it be patriotism, loyalty, national spirit or
faith.
I like the last, it expresses just what most
of us wans.
That is a wise saying, that no miracle can
bs wrought without faith, without the work-
er's faith in himself gs well as in the ma-
terial he has to work with, What do you
think would have been the result, if the men
and women who have left this country in
the last 20 years, had settled down with
faith in their own powers and faith in the
country, fearless to face the problems their
lives presented, and worked out their desti-
nies here ?
Canada would have been richer by millions
and these people—who I hope have done well
wherever they are—would have been pros-
perous and happy citizens of their native
land.
It should be our aim then as farmers, be-
lieving it would be for their own best inter-
est—to keep our sons at home. In or-
der to do this we must teach them first
that they have a country to be proud of,
great in extent and rich in resources, and
show them that the farm is a field capable
of drawing out and developing their intellec-
tual powers and bestowing happinees and
comfort, which are not always the result of
wealth.

1t is right that our children should be
taught the history and geograpby of other
countries, but it should never be done &t the
expense of a thorough knowledge, first of
their own.

Oanada should be first., L3t the boy or
girl be taught the past history and traditions
of Oanada, the struggles and triale of their
forefathers in opening up the forests to make
homes, the battles against srmed foes to
preserve our soil from invasion, the battles
less sanguine but as important for political
freedom end responsible Government.

Teach them the Constitution of Oanada;
they are not too young to digest that ab
stract work,the B, N. A, Act, Tell them
of the lives of our great men and the lessons
they teach, and lead them to look up
something of the trade and commerce of our
people and the chances are ten to one that
they will not be exodians.

Bayond what nature has done in the wey
of soil and climate and the hopes our own
faith in our country may inspire and beyond
what the Government in the enmactment of
wise legislation may do for us as farmers,
there are many things that we must do for
ourselves if we wish to succeed. The first
and most important of these is that we should
give our boys every chance that our means
will afford and the institutione of the coun-
try will allow, to prepare them for their life |
work. '

You may eay that the best farmers of the
country to-day are those who have not had
these advantages, and in this we are all
agreed, but they are the best by reason of
the knowledge they have obtained in an ef-
fort to educate themselves under unfavor-
able conditions.

'aw unto themselves, for their efforte have
not beeu encouraged and supplemented as
they deserved, and if we compare their small
number with the host that bave failed, we
tind, sfter all, it has only been a survival of
the fittest.

It is said that **the only real and lastio
addition s man makes to the world’s stock 05
truth is empirical—that which he finds out
in hie practical living. Self ttutha, self dis
coveries are the only vital ones. In sub-
gtance they may be what other men have
found and told—told better perhaps than an-
other can ever expect to do it; but in their
ower to inepire and move they are unique.
hey have an originality, a genuineness, a
force of reproduction which lies only in
things born of individual experience and pain
and effort.”

The knowledge of our farmers in the past
has been in the truest sense empirical; that
is it has been found out by individual effort
and in his practical living, but unfortunately
very little of his experience, and very few of
his eff irts, have been recorded for the bene-
tit of those who coms after him. Our know

ledge from this source therefore 1s largely
traditional and consequently imperfect sod
there is certainly no other important calling
or profession that has not a better written
history and more plainly defined landmarks
to guide itsfollowers.

t it is necwssary for young men, entering
other professions, to prepars thewselves by a
long c.urse of arduous study, surely the boy
who is to bs u farmer should have some sys-
tematic training and iostruction if poseible
in an agricultural school.

There is a prevailing idea, however, that
any boy will make a farmer providing he ie
tough and strong limbed. That the pro

ducts of the farm are merely the result of eo
much routins and plodding—naturs does the
rest—and that the ‘whole theory of agricul

tare ie laid down in simple and well defined
lines as ancient as the history of the race

'We are finding out slowly, however, that it
is necessary to mix a little braine with our
work and, if we wish to succeed, we will
have to exsrcise ths sams intelligent fore-
thought that is used in othor callings. Na

ture is a Jsalous and closs-minded mother
and only discloses her secrets to those who
by patient toil with hand and brain find the
opea sesame to her hidden trsasures.

If we are to eat bread in the sweat of our
fac3, we are as truly under the modern die-
pensation to eat it in the propsr exsrcisa of
a cultivat-d intellect.

T'here is no royal road to success in our
profeseion, but to the ambitious youth who
thirste for kaowledge, there are many pleas-
ant bye waye that will pay him to explore.
From the ranks of the farming population,
recruits are fouad for every other servics and
it is with pride that we are able to point to
the names of soms of our most noted men
and remamber that they spent their early
1ays in the country ae sons of hard working
farmers.

It shows that ths surroundings and icfla

anc2s of farm lifs ars salutary and stimula-
tiog to the intellectusl powers, and that farm
work is desizned to harden and toughen the
physical part of man until he is abls to think
with a sound and healthy mind and act with
4 sound and healthy body.

It we are willing to educate our boys for
the pulpit an1 the bar, to practiss medicine
and follow a mercantile life, and if we can
afford to taxour farms to make preachers
and professors, merchants, lawyers and doc-
tors, we ought to bs willing and able to give
thoss of them who wish to stay on the old
farm a fair chauce in the ruoning.

The workman should be something more
than an animated machine. Let him be
taught the constituente of the soil and of
those elements that enter into plant life.
Lot him koow how to analyze the soil and
koow for himeelf what the plant needs that
the exhausted soil is not able to supply, give
him 8 knowledge of botany and of vegetable
and animal physiology and a chance to exer-
cise his brain as well as his hands, snd we
will have on our farms a more perfect ma-
chine, backed up ard stimulated by an active
and cultivated mind that will see new beau-
ties in the bursting seed and growing plant.
After he has learned how to learn, no other
calling will have the same attraction. No
other profession the same deep well of
knowledge undefiled.

However great the educational institutions
of a country may be, the best part of a child’s
education should be imparted at home.

The influence of the home life will follow
and restrain him—if for good—when all
other intluences fail.

George Herbert says: ‘‘One mother is
worth a bundred schoolmasters.”” There are
some thingsthat no one but a mother should
teach her child. It is her duty to inspire the
heart of ber child with a love of his native
land and instill into his mind a hope for its
future. If he is taught these th at a
mothqr’s knee, the love of country will mean
what it ought to mear, a love of home.

In these days of cheap literature, you can
surround yourselves andp children with de-
lightful companions in the form of good
books. Teach them to pick and chocae their
books as they would their friends.

In a word give your child a reason to love
his home, even if it be a humble one, and
bye and bye there will be fewer regrets for
boys who have cast their lot in with the aa-
venturers of every land in the far west, and
fower tears for girle who prefer the un-
heaithy life of a foreign factory to a more
free and purer life at home,

We are told that we cannot be made rich
by act of parliament, We do not ask or ex-
pect that, still there are a few things the
Government could do for us that would
prove a great incentive to our young men to
stay with us,

Poor roads in the settled districts and the
want of them altogether through the wild
lands has been moet detrimental to the bet
ter settlement of the country. If one quar
ter of the money, which has been expended
on reilways, had been expended to make our
poor roads.good and to open up new roads
through lands fit for settlement, it would
have enriched aud seitled the country and
we would have been no poorer as regards
railway facilities. We want missionaries to
preach the goepel of good roads and how to
build them. The mission should bs & home
mission pure and eimple.

‘We might iust as well improve the navi
gation of our rivers for the floating of lum-
ber to mark-t snd leave the tributaries
choked up where the lumber grows, as to
have a good railway system without a good
road system to feed it, We want better roads
and we donot want any more railroads uatil
we get them.

As farmers we ought to insist upon a fall-
er recognition of our right to instruction in
those branches, partaining to our profession,
in the publie schools.

Under the Free School system, with all
its advantages, there is practically no teach-
ing that can be considered as a direct help to
the boy who wishes to become a farmer.

True, there is 8 emall manusl prescriked
by the B. of E, butif yoy enguire of the
teechers you will find, as a rule, that it is
not used.

We cannot expect our children to be im-
pressed with a profession that has no recog-
nition in the schools of the country. If we
were asked for a ehort and concige prescrip-
tion that would act as a panacea to keep our
children on the farm, after much thought
and a careful diagnosis of the causes which
have brought about western fever and kind-
red complaints, we would word it as fol-
lows:— :

“Mix a generous quantity of education
from the schools witih good sensible home
training, shake the patient—not the ingre.
dients—to make him thoroughly aware of
his advantages, place him on ag fertile a soil
as available and let him hoe for himself.*’

But some one says, ‘‘as a rule educated
boys leave the farm."

If you educate your boys for other pro-
fessions than that of farmiog or if the gen-
eral trend of their instruction is in another
direction, you must expect them to lsave.
Educate them for farmers, train them for

Just & word in conclusion to the boy or
girl who iz looking over the *line fencs,” or
the front gate into the great untried world
beyond.

enclosed witbio the fence you wish to get
outside of, for there are books in stones, ser-
mone in the running brooks, and koaowl
in everything. You may think that outside
all is rose color, and that every other calliog
in life is bound ther into a kind of joy-
ous Fraternity. If you should join them you
may find they are not & joyous Fraternity at
all, that they have to struggle for bread as
you do, and that they are not joyous but, on
the contrary, ioclined to dyspepsis and die-
content

Think of the delight of your free, untram-
meled life, and leave all the wodern, crazy,
one-sided notions of human life to the
French and Russian novslists and the cranks
who pose a8 Suloos in modern society.

In your quest after knowledgo don’t ig-
nore what your fathers and mothers can
teach you. There are many old fashioned
things that have been cast into the shade
like the old fashioned fire place that wiil
bear reviving. Oling to the old ways when
they have proved right, and with the aid «f
modern thought add somsthing if bl
to the world’s stock of knowledgs in your
profession. Finally I urge upon you in spite
of the killing pace in that direction not to
sacritice comfort and cultivation for wealth,
and I will give you the opinion of a man on
this point whoss experience and wealth of
intellect stands without a peer amongst the
gisats of the century.
