His Worship read a communication from 

the Common Council of the city St Jobo, 

asking the Town Council of Woodstock, if 

they were willing to share with St John, 
and other cities and municipalitics of the 

rovince, in the cost of an appeal to the 
rivy Oouncil, in order to settle the quee- 

tion as to whether or not the income of 
Dominion Government officials can be tax- 
ed Un motion the consideration of the mat- 
ter was laid over till next Naeeting. 
On motion Lindsay seconded Henderson, 

the by-law relating to the dog tax was 

changed, so as to make the tax for each dog 
$1 and for every bitch 83. 
The following were appointed hog reeves 

and pound keepers, and their respective 

barns were constituted pounds: G Van- 

wart, Meriel Jones, Harold Grant, W B Bel- 
yea, J S Leighton, Sr, ; Wm Hussey, Mich- 
wel Burns and Thos. Gilmore. 
Coun Graham suggested the propriety of 

having the question as to the power to place 
any tax on she C P R property, decided. 
Moved Lindsay seconded Flemming and 

resolved that finance committee have power 
to consult Counsel, if necessary, in referrence 
to the liability of the O P R to be taxed. 
The scales committee were given power to 

reles the scales. 
Mr Fields was heard, who stated that the 

fireman had decided to have a celebration 
on the 220d June, and that he had been ap- 
pointed a committee to wait om the Town 
Oouncil and various clubs of the town and 
solicit their sympathy and support. The 
Athletic club had promised a full field of 
sports ; the Broad of Trade was to have a 
special meeting to coneider the question, and 
he was present to find out what help they 
might expect from the Oouncil.

+d with authority to speak for the town, but 
that if nothing was done to celebrate the 
day in Woodstock, he would give bis hearty 
support. The town and county were depend- 
nt and inter-dependent, and it were to 
avoid in any way causing or reviving ill feel. 
ing between the two. He was in such a 
position as that if anything were dome in 
town he couid resign his position in the Flor 
enceville movement and give his assistamce 
to the town. He would like to see the town 
snd county unite, He referred to the great 
success which had attended the celebration 
in Woodstock ten years ago, and thought 
unless they could make an equal or ter 
success this year, they had Detter join the 
friends at Florenceville, If they should 
have a celebration in Woodstock he would 
give it all the help he eould. 
Ooun Lindsay did not think it was placi 

Ooun Henderson and himeelf in a right posi- 
tion by appointing them first a committee to 
consult with the Florenceville people, and 
now to make them a committee to confer 
with the Firemen, 
Coun Graham said that being on the for- 

mer committee they were just the right ones 
to explain to the Firemen the position of 
Oouncil. 
Coun Lindsay said that public notice was 

given, some weeks previous, of the meeting 
at Florenceville to which the Warden, the 
Mayor, and representatives of the other or- 
ganizations were invited to be present; at 
that meeting it was determined to have the 
celebration and the Oouncil was asked to 
co-operate.
