Imp_o,rt;ang Statement.

LoNDON, May 13.—The Rt. Hon. Joseph
Chamberlain. Sacretary of State for the
Oolonies, made an important speech on pyb-
lic affaire at Birmingham this evening.

Mr Chamberlain, deprecating the constant
aesertions in certain quarters that Lord Salis-
bury was ‘discredited’’ and the government
‘‘weak and vacillating,”’ said :—

“If foreign countries believs and act upon
those statemente, they will find themselvea
very much mistaken and that courteous di-
plomacy and graceful coucessions are not in-
gompatible with & firm maintenance of the
country’s honor and interests.”’

Then declaring that he intended to make
n ‘“‘plain statement of facts, unfettered by
the mysteries and reticences of the diplomacy
of half a century ago, which. without reveal-
ing secret negotiations, should bs understood
of the people.””

" The speech of Hon Joseph Chamberlain,
at Birmingham, from which we quote thie
week, has provoked great excitement among
the European Oourts, and is being discussed
quite aogrily by the press of France and
Spain. Some regard it as the prelude to a

general war-

The Temps says : ‘‘The establishment of
an Anglo-American alliance is a symptom to
which too much attention cannot be given,
but it is certainly a German alliance which
the British Cabinet has immediately in view.’
The Republique Francaise terms Mr Oham-
berlain & **Oivil Boulaoger,”’ remarkiog that
he referred to Russia in terms which a staies-
man should not allow himself to use.

The Liberal, (Berlin) referring to the sug-
gested Anglo-Saxon alliance, says: “If an
alliance defensive and offensive, is signed the
same day the general conflagration will
barst out, which has been so long suppressed
by the Powers.

‘* Anglo American union wili be faced by
Russia and Germany with their allies and
our western and eastern possassjons now on
fire will be ap insignificant episode compared
with the conflagration in India, South Africa
and Ohina.

“If the Anglo-American alliance succeeds,
Europe, which has heretofore been indif- |
ferent to our case, will take our part, not to |
favor us, bat to defend her own preponder-
ance in the world.”
