A memorasdum 1n connection with the
importation of goods under the preferential
tariff has been received by the Oollectors of
Oustoms The following two sections will
be of interest to importers : -
Every invoice of goods imported into
Oznada shall be certified in writing as cor
rect by the person, firm or corporation sell-
ing or consigning the goods, and shall truly
gshow the whole and actual valus of the
goods in the currency of the country whence
the goods have been exported directly to
Cunada, and the quantity and description of
such goods, and the marks and pumbers on
the packages. in such s manner as to indicate
truly the tyuntitiea and valuee of the articles
compressed in each exportation packege, all
of which packages shall be legally marked
and numbered on the outside when of euch
a character as to enable such marks and num-
bers to be placed thereon. 1

If invoices are made out at lower prices
for goods exported directly to Canada than
the fair marﬁet value at the same time and
place for such goods whep sold for home
consumption in the country whence expor-
ted, in all such cases the invcices are also to
show clearly, in a epacial column, or by an
addition thereto, such fair market values as
aforesnid for the goods desciibed thersin,
