The opposite of ‘skimming’ a book, it de-
velops certain mental faculties that it is
well to have developed and as an exercise
in elocution for the reader it has a dis-
tinct advautage. Books 80 read are re-
membered, and their iuftuence on char-
acter far exceeds that of ma: y a volume
whose pages are turned in a desperate
effort to reach the last. Reading aloud
is a salutary check on the habits of read-
ing too much and reading too fast.
1t would certainly te worth while to
take up the practice in families, where
the conditions favor it, as an experiment.
The winter evenings are long, and as one
looks back on them he can find at least a
few hours that could have been devoted
to reading or to listening. Reading
aloud is a quiet enjoyment, to be sure,
but it i8 an enjoyment.—Hartford Cour-
ant.
