But
Captain Ward, with the instinet of
long experience, knew the gravest
danger threatened the 200 souls in
his charge and he gave orders to
lower the life boats and life rafts.

There was not much confusion un-
til 15 minutes after striking, the bow
ofthe vessel suddenly plunged under
water. Then there was a wild rush
for the boats. Two boats had al-
ready been lowered and others were
getting away as rapidly as the train-
ed discipline of the crew could pre-
pare. This fog enveloped every-
where and as yet no sign had come
from the life-saving stations.
