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RISE AND FALL OF TAMMANY,

The Oldest Political Body in America,

In the city of New York way back in
1789, a party of men, under the leadership
of one William Mooney, formed an organ-
ization, which in those days they were
pleased to call the “ Columbian Order, or
the Society of Tammany.” The body
was, primarily, a social one, and was es-
tablished in oppesition to the so-called
aristocratic Society of the Cincinnati,
which at that time, as now was an organiz-
ation cf no mean proportions. The Tam-
many Society took its title from a noted
Indian chief of the Delaware tribe who
flourished in the days of the American Re-
volution. The Indian traditions were ad-
hered to to a great extent, and the chair-
man of the organization was called the
Grand Sachem. The remaining officers
were thirteen in number, designed to re-
present the thirteen original States. The
members were known as braves and their
place of meeting a wigwam,

In 1800 the majority of the body was in
sympathy with Aaron Burr who in that
year made his memorable campaign for
vice-President of the United States under
the banner of the anti-Federalist. The
Tammany braves threw themselves vigor-
ouvsly into the political turmoil and did
much toward gaining Burr his wvictory.
For a time Tammany allied itself with De
Witt Clinton, but they soon deserted him
and came to be recognized as the regular
Democratic faction. In 1804 the Society
was incorporated and the name Tammany
Society assumed. From that time to the
present it has been an important factor in
the politics of both New York State and
city,

The first hall was built in 1811 and the
one which they now occupy on East 14th
street was erected in 1867.

About 1830 there was added to its
organization what is known as the general
committee, containing representatives of
every electoral district within the city.
This otherwise unwieldy body is practical-
ly controlled by sub-committees to whom
the leaders of the organization make their
wants known and their will felt.

From 1857 to 1871 Tammany enjoyed |

its greatest prosperity. In those years it
practically controlled every dollar of pub-
lic money and evcry oftice within the city.
William M. Tweed was the Grand Sachem
or “Boss”? of the robber ring. Between
the years 1869 and 1871 Tweed and bis

gang stole no less than $12,000,000 of the
city’s wmoney. In 1871 through the lucky |
disclosures of a clerk in the citv comp-

troller’s office the tax-payers were at last |
able to remedy an evil which heretofore |
they had been powerless against. Tweed
and his gang of looters were at once forced
out of office, the majority of them. how-

ever, getting out of the country before |
they could be imprisoned. Tammany
Hall in this manner fell from both grace
and power and its utter collapse was pre-
dicted by all. It hung to life, however,

with a tenacity worthy of a better cause,

and in 1879, six years after its downfall,
it was once more the powerful disturbing
element in New York State politics. In
that year the Democratic

Tammany Hall, in a great measure, owes
its strength to the peculiar political com-
plexion of the State of New York. The
balance of power, in national affairs, lying
as it ¢ oes within its borders, makes:uch an
organization powerful beyond the ordinary
conception of the term. For years past
New York has held the position of the
pivotal state of the Union, and with its
deciding votes controlled the destinies of
the contesting parties, Making terms
with Tammany—controlling as it did over
a hundred thousand votes—was a necessity
in order to be victorious. The perfect or-
ganization with which Tammany has been
equipped and with a Genezal Committee
of over 1500 members and delegates in
each district and precinct of the city, com-
bined with the proceeds of every important
office within its limits as well as many
more in the State Legislature, made it a
body to be feared by both friend and foe.

It. was crushed at the last election a few
weeks ago when Dr. Charles Parkhurst’s
crusade proved victorious.
