The Cattle Shows for this Division of
the County took place at New Richmond,
on the 11th, and at New Carlisle on the

13th wultimo. At the former place, the
Show consisted of

Horses 22, Samples of Butter 19,
Horned Cattle 76, do. Cheese 10,
Sheep 43, Thashin’ Machines 1,
Hogs, 5, Ploughs 2,

The Thrashisig Mill was made by the
exhibitor, Mr Gilbert ; the Iron Plough
by Mr.Donald ‘Anderson, and a wooden
one by Mr Robert Jamieson, all of New
Richmond. This is as it should be, the
Young men on this coast, are all accus-
tomed to theuse of tools frem infancy.
and if our Societies would import impro-
ved implements of husbandry, there are
. few but could be made by our mechanics
und the offering of prizes, for all such
home made articles, would be an induce-
ment for the exercise of their ingenuity.
We regret that other occupations pre-
-vented us frem attending the New Rich-
mdhd Show : but of this we are certain,
that the butter and cheese of the gude
house-wives of that Township, would eom
ote snocessfully at any show inthe three
T’mvinces. Mr Cathbert, as usual, took
the Lion’s share of prizes : out of 32 tick-
ets 31 were prizes.
At New Carlisl¢ the numbers exhibited

Horses 18, Hogs 8,
Horned Cattle 78, Butter 7,
Sheep 28,

The show of Horses was very indifferent,
but there were some good horned catile
and sheep exhibited ; also two fine Hogs
by Mr LeBoutillier. That gentleman has
jutroduced among us the Alderney breed
of Cows, pure South Down and Leicester
sbeep, ,,mf a good breed of Hogs. We
wish other wealthy merchants would fol-
Jow the exampls of Messrs. LeBoutillier
and Cuthbert, whoare the enly gentle-
anen in this County, we believe, who have
$one to the expense, of introducing supe-
rior animals from the Mother Country.
Mr LeBoutiilfer took 11 prizes out of 14
tickets.

We must not omit to notice the samples
of Butter, three of which were a beautitul
und delicious article. .

By the regmlations of the new Sooiety,
the exhibitors on the west side of Bona-
venture River are confined to New Rich-
mond. and not allowed to compete here,
and those from thence Eastward are con-
fined to New Catlicle. This we have al-
ways ohjected to, when previously propos-
ed, and chis Show tends to confirm our
visws. “As a whole, the New Carlisle
Show was the worst we have attended
rince we are in the country. Apart from
the mere inferiority of the show itself,
there was a want of that zeal and emula-
tion which characterised previous shows.
The arguments advanced in support of
the present plan 15, that we cannot eom-
?-‘te with the Ncotch Settlement, the

onnie  Highland men pocketing all

the siller. To which we reply, perse-
Vese and you will succeed—take them for
vour model—follow vheir habits of indus-
try and economy, and you will soon be in
A position to compete with them. Emu-
lawion and perseverauce are the greas ele-
ments of suecess, and by returning to the
old rule, we shall not only benefit the far-
mors ot this seetion, but also this imme-
diate locality, in a pecuniary poins of
View. ;

We are happy to haveit in our power
to congratulate the Society on the manner
in which the Show was conducted. Great
credit is due to Mr Macdonald, the Se-
eretary, for the methodical and business
like manner in which the whole was ma-
naged. We have long and strenuously
jusisted on the necessity and propriety of
something like system and order being es-
tablished, for we may truly say, thas the
lord of misrule reigned euﬁreme, but were
¢ver met by such thread-bare arguments
as these—* Oh, this is a new country,
You eannot expect things to be conducted
here as in the old I Aunother Solvimon
could scarcely utter wiser sentiments.

We do not expect to see public Socie-
ties or public business conducted here as
in the mother Country, the great mass of
the penple not heing sufficiently educated.
But we should like to see those, who con-
sider themselves educated men and gen-
tlemen; set an example of order aud pro-
priety at all public meetings and in all
public affairs. Unfortunately there are
Mmen. among us who appear to think that
all must bend to their sovereign behest—
that they ean act as they please. their
Wealth or their official characker being a
sufficient ehield to ward off the puny at-
tacks of public opinion. Common decen-
¢y has so long been openly violated with
Impunity, that they think they may go
any lengsh without let or hindrance. A
“hange for the botter must be brought
ahout, and we beg all such to weigh well
the following lines :

Wera I 80 tall a8 to reach the pale
Or grasp the ecean with my span,
I must be me; by my soul,
"The soul’s the standard of the man.

The remarks grhich we forwarded to
the Gleaner on the formation of the new
Agricultural Socisty, in February last,
concluded with the following bins—* The
gentleman who so coolly applied for and
teceived a larger amount of prizes during
the past year, will we trust be ready to
pay 1nterest on the £13 123. he then ow-
ed and sill owes the Society as he was to
receive 1t when. he lont the Corpogation
money.” We had hoped that the gentle-
man alluded to would long ere this have
Tefunded the amount, but we are sorry to |

say that, though repeatedly applied to, he
still withholds the sum of £13 12 7 ba-
lance of a check received by him on the
17th March, 1852. That gentleman is
no less a persenage than John Hamilton
Esq., Q. C. A Committtee having been
appointed to draw up & Report of the af-
fairs of the late Society, two members of
that Committee have repeatedly applied
to him for the amount, and one finally did
g0 two days previous to the cattle show
here, but in vain.' Possesion is nine
points of the law quoth our [learned
Queen’s Connsel, we presume. Under these
disgraceful circumstances, we took upon
ourselves to bring the matter under the
notice of the general meeting, on the 13th
ult., stating at the same time, that though
Mr Hamilton was told the money was re-
quired to pay off the prizes at New Rich-
mond, he still retained it, and Mr Le-
Boutillier had to be applied to for the
loan of £10, the Government grant not
having been received. These our remarks
which we trust were conveyed in becom-
ing and gentlemanly language, called
forth a-shower of abusive epithets, on our
devoted bead, from that worthy scion of
a noble Father, Mr Clarence Hamilton,
the late Secretary,—who was told in re-
ply, that it would be far more becoming
on his part, to have been prepared with
his accounts as the paid officer of the old
Society. And we beg leave, thus public-
ly, to remind the young man, that abuse
and low language may be very suitable
for the society he frequents, but are sorry
arguments wherewith to combat facts.
The few scraps of paper belonging to
the late Society are in our possession, in
order to enable us to draw up something
in the shape of areFort-—a duty which
should have been performed by Mr Cla-

{rence Hamilton—and among those papers

we find three cheques, amounting together
to £10 0 6, drawn by the ex Secretary,
for commission and travelling expences,
but as to a statement of the Society’s af-
fairs, or a Report, these are invisible.—
Of this at all events, we have.proof posi-
tive, that heis a chip of the old block.—
[f we were as rich as some people are, or
boasts they are, we would not be beggar-
ly enough to charge the Agricultural So-
ciety £2 10s. for going to New Richmond,

own conveyance, and quartered on other
people, without probably expending one
shilling beyond the two ferries. That
we should certainly consider 2’ most beg-
garly act. Ab unro disce omnes. There
is ulso one thing connected with this af-
fair which we cannot allow to pass unno-
ticed — the fact of His Honor Jm}ge
Thompson, who presided, not eveu calling
his hopeful great Nephew to order. We
can make every allowance for the ties of
blood, but we {eg leave, with all due de-
ferenge to His Honor, to observe, that the
slightest word of disapprobation from him
would have produced a iar different feeling
on the minds of the audience, to that
whieh pervaded when the meeting broke
up. We have attended many public
meetings in our time, but we had to come
here to learn that it formed no part of &
Chairman’s duty, to keep order and pre-
vent the use of low vulgar language.—
"Tis true the learned President called us
to order, and laid down what, atleast to
us in our simplicity, appears a strange
point of Law—namely ¢ that no member
has a right at public meetings to call the
attention of the subscribers to any abuse
or mismanagement, the committee being
the only persons qualified to fake cogni-
zance of such matters.”—~Strange doc-
trine this, however we are never too old to
learn, and we,must candidly admit that
we have learned a great deal since we
came to the District of Gaspé—and if we
may judge from the past, we have yet
much to learn though we could wish tpere
had been less of evil, less to exciet feelings
of pity for poor human nature.

Another admirable move on the part of
our learned Q. C., wasthe entering of
his cattle &o. in his Son’s name. A ve
prudent step indeed. because Master Cla-
rence could then claim the amount of
prizes, and if told there was a large bal-
ance due to the Seciety by bis father, he
woald deubtless assert he had no connec-
tion whatever with any other house in the
trade, and would not pay other people’s
debts! Here again we are at issue with
His Honor, who states * there is no ap-
peal from the Judges, who have given
their decision to the President, much less
to a subscriber to the Institution net being
a member of the Corporation.” And this
in the face of the following rule of the
Society which appears on the printed
handbills, * all articles exhibited shall
be bona fide the property of the exhibi-
tor.”

The Judgesin awarding the prizes are
supposed to be utterly ignorant of who
the exhibitor is, aad arve not aware if
there is any attempt at fraud or evasion.
Nous wverrons. If the prizes are paid to
a non proprietor we shall try the point
before a Court of Appeal, the Minister of
Agricalture.

In conclusion, we hope that the’ Corpo-
ration will have sufficient public spirit to
do thatin this new Country, which would
have been done in the old long ere this.
Expunge the name of John Robinson Ha-
miiion, Esq , Q. C. &e. &e. &ec. from the
list of subscribers to the Agricultural So-
ciety, No. 1, County of Bonaventure.—
Dy 80 doing they will confer a lasting be-
nefit on the Society, and prove to the
werld that they are no respector of per-
sons. This done, we pled,ze ourselves  to
cause the amount of that hanoradle gen-
tleman’s subscription to be doubled.

A Correspondent writing to us from
New Carlisle on the 8th November, - com-
municates the following local news :

“As I write, ] hear the merry sound
of the sleigh bells. The earth has as-
sumed the white garb with which she is
cloathed during one half the year, in this
quarter, and every thing denotes that
Winter has fairly set in, asthis unusually
early period. It has been intensely cold
this last fourdays. Still itis to be hoped,
for the sake of the Cattle, that we may
yet have mild weather thismenth. Should
the ground continue covered with snow,
few of the Inhabitants in this part of the
country will bave sufficiont fodder to
carry them through the winter.

“Singe my last the, Grouville, Pabos,
and Mr Meagher's Schooner, bave been
got off, and the two last, after undergoing
repaits, have proceeded to (Quebec with a
portion of the stranded fish, &e. A Que-
bec Schooner having providensially call-
ed at Paspediac has taken the remainder,
which will be 4 boon to our fishermen,
many of whom must otherwise have suf-
fered great privation this winter.

“ A Schoouer belonging to Capt. John
Sive of Maria, was stranded on Sunday
night during ghe fall 6f snow, at Nouvelle
(East.) Fortunately it did not blow, and
a8 she grounded at Jow water, was got off
with the flood. She is last from Halifax
and partly laden with West India pro-
duce.”

Evecything is enveloped in mystifica-
tion, A Vienna despatch announces that
an armistice between the Turks and Aus-
trians was agreed to for an fodefinite peri-
od. This despateh materially advances
the prices of English and French funds.

Another despatch announces that a satis.
faciory diplomatic note of the Four Powers
was on i1s way to Constantinople —that the
supposed armistice was to allow time for
its acceptance. T'his sirengthens the funds
but it hegan to be thought that the armis-
tice was a conditional order 10 Omar Pa-
cha not to commence hosiilities ull Nov.
L, if be had not already begun. This de-
pressed the stock market, and it was far-
ther depressed by a telegraphic despatch,
apparently authentic, that the Turks had
crossed the Danube in strength, and occu-
pied Kalafat, wath the intentioh to attack
the Russians in the open field. The fact
15, the public did not know and have no
means of knowing which of these confliet-
ing statements (10 helieve—consequently
await with greatanxiety for reliable news
from the East.

There have been desperate rivts at Wig-
gen, in Lancasnire, England, by turned-
out operative colliers, mueh property des-
troved.

Another despatch says, 20,000 crossed
the Danube near Widan, and occupied Ka-
lefat without collision, the Russians having
rgiired.

The London Times has a despatch from
Constantinople, saying that Austrian En-
voy had submitted to the Sultan % draft ol
a note from the four powers. The same
note having previously been accepted by
Rusgia. The Times still thinks negotia-
tions may prevent general war.
