THE PLANET MARS. 

A Star Which is Attracting Universal At- 
tention This Summer, 

A few days ago the passengers on a cer- 
tain ferry boat plying the Detroit River 
noticed, about 10 o'clock at night, a fiery 
red object a short distance above the south- 
eastern horizon. In consequence of the 
boat somewhat changing its direction the 
object appeared to pass ahead, and many 
theories were advanced as to what the 
strange light could be. Those who were of 
a scientific turn of mind talked learnedly 
of comets, meteors, corposants, electricity,

magnetism, will-o’-the-wisp, and aurora 
australis. A small boy suggested fire-bal- 
loons. Finally some one thought it might 
be a star. This idea was rece’ed with 
withering contempt by the savdfats. Yet 
the last speaker was correct, for the object 
under discussion was the planet Mars, 
which is now so bright that it is hardly rec- 
ognizable as a star, except by those who 
are acquainted with astronomy. In the 
same way, a few years ago, many of the 
strollers upon the Brooklyn bridge, seeing 
Venus at nearly maximum brilliancy, actu- 
ally believed it to be a great electric lamp 
attached to a baloon and sent up by Mr. 
Edison in the process of some experimet at 
Menlo Park, which lay in the same direc- 
tion as did Venus. 
Mars, although always quite bright, is 

subject to great fluctuations 6 apparent 
brilliancy in consequence of its varying 
distance from the earth. When in conjunc- 
tion with the sun and hence on the opposite 
side of the sun from the earth, its average 
distance from us is 234,400,000 miles, and 
it is then about as bright as the pole-star. 
When Mars is at opposition, and therefore 
on the same side of the sun as the earth, the 
distance is of course much decreased. But 
owing to the shapes of the orbits of the two 
planets and to the fact that they are not 
concentric, the distance between the planets 
vories from 61,000,000 to 35,000,000 miles. 
When the latter distance lies between them 
the brightness of Mars is over fifty times as 
great as at conjunction. The planet was at 
this favorable opposition in 1877, when 
Asaph Hall, whose son has recently been 
appointed director of the observatory at 
Ann Arbor, discovered that Mars 1s at- 
tended by two very small satellites. In 
the same year Schiaparelli’s phenomenal 
acuteness of vision detected the so-called 
“‘canals,” which are, no doubt, misnamed, 
inasmuch as their average width is about 
eighty miles. (No telescope in Detroit is 
powerful enough to show the satellites or 
the canals.) 
During the present summer Mars comes 

again to this close position to the earth, the 
actual opposition occurring on August 4. 
It is expected that many valuable discov- 
eries will be made, especially in confirma- 
tion of Schiaparelli's observations. The 
great Lick thirty-six-inch refractor and 
many other large instruments have been 
constructed since 1877, and these, together 
with the older telescopes, will be turned 
nightly upon this very interesting planet. 
As Mars is now farther south than usual, 
the southern observatories will be best sit- 
uated for watching it and Harvard's new 
station at Arequipa, Peru, will probably 
do some excellent work in this direction. 
With a horizon of average clearness, the 

planet may be seen half or three quarters of 
an hour after rising. During the latter 
vart of July and the earlier part of August 
its time of rising will be between 8 and 9 

. m., being a little earlier each month. 
The planet cannot be mistaken, as it is the 
brightest star visible in the heavens.— 
Detroit Free Press.
