HIGH AND LOW TIDE INCONGRESS., '

Fluctuations in the Representation of the
Two Great Partles,

The republicans will have in the next |
244 the house of
representatives. In no previous house
have there been as many as 200 republic-
ans, though after the tidal wave of 1872
the forty-third congress, elected at that
time, contained 194 republicans. DBesides
breaking the record numerically the re-
publicans will also be stronger than ever
betore as regards the: total membership.

After the tidal wave of 1872 the democrats
had 92 members to 194 republicans, while
now with the increased representation they
have only 104 members. While the next
congress will contain more republicans than
any t?revious onein the history of the party,
the fifty-second congress, elected in 1892,
contained the smallest number of republican
congressmen— X3,

The democrats achieved their high-water
mark of representation in the Fifty-second
congress—236—and had a majority.over
their republican adversaries ot 148. The
republican majority in the next congress
over the democratic representatives will be
only 140. The low-water mark ot demo-
cratic representation was reached in the
Thirty-ninth congress, elected” in 1864.
There were in that congress only forty
democrats, and lonesomeness was the most
marked characteristic of the democratic
caucus. The next house of representatives
will consist of 355 members. The first
congress of the United States consisted of
only seventy-three members.
