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WILL LABOR COST LESS. 
ANOTHER LABORER'S SOCIETY MAY 

MAKE A DIFFERENCE, 

In the Charges Pald by Steamers and Sail- 

ing Vessels— Will There be a Conflict on 

Account of This Rival Organization—The 

Causes tor its Formation, 

The most recent excitement in labor 
circles is the formation of a Ship Labor- 

er’s Society in opposition to the Ship Lab- 

orers’ Union. There bave beea no special 

developments as yet from the formation of 

the society but there promise to be such 

The Ship Laborers’ Union bas between 
500 and Goo men. The new organization 

has about 250 members from all portions 

of the city but chiefly from the North End 

and Carleton. At present they are 

devoting themselves to the work of organ 

ization and the mustering of their strength 

for the tim2 of battle which may come at 

any time. 
They intend to meke a bid tor the work 

on the vessels and there is a provision in 

the by-laws of both societys which must 

necessarily bring them into conflict. 
1s the provision ol the union that only 

union men may be ¢mployed on vessels of 

over 300 tons and of the society that only 

society men may be employed on versels of 

over 300 tons. The remedy of the two 

societies is to strike if members of tke op- 

position society are employed on such vessels 

withthem. Of course the two bodies might 

be employed on different vessels but suppose 

a case where there was so much doing in 

harbor, as there was at one time last sum- 

mer, to require sll the ship laborers in the 

city to the number of 700 or morc to be at 

work—the union might take advantage of 
such an occasion to sirike and their pre- 

text would be higher wages, perhaps 

not bigher wages for themselves but 

agsinst the employing of any men at 

lower wages,ior the Ship Laborers Society 

bave passed a resolution cffering to work 

for less wages than that dem: nded by the 

Union. The union gets $4.00 per nine 

bour day on steamers in summer and the 

society offers to work for 35 cents an hour 

or £3.15 tor the nine hours, a cut ot be- 

tween 21 and 22 per cent. The union gets 

£3.00 per day on steamers in winter and 

the society will work for 30 cents or $2 70 

tor the nine hour day, a cut of 10 per cent. 

It is said that the society hes a prospect 

of having the loading of a steamer that will 

come bere shortly and that a stevedore 

contractor has promised them the work 

when the time comes. This then may 

precipitate the conflict. If not the organ- 

izations will rest on their oars and the 

Society will devcte iteell to fosteriog and 

increasing its strength until the spring and 

the vessels come tc load lumber. It the 

present stevedores will not take them up 

they will have stevedore contractors of their 

own to put in theic tenders to McKay, 

Mess Thomsen, Sctofield and the other 

ship brokers based on the employment of 

society men at the cut rate of wages. 

These will be able to tender lower than 

the contiactors emplcying union men and 

as the scciety would bave a sufficient num- 

ber of men to make the contractors feel 

secure the society men will likely get their 
share ot the work. 

The effect may be that the Union will 

bave to reduce their rate of wages in order 

to (keep their quota of what is going. 

This would be very beneficial for the port 

tor it is well known that the high rate ot 

ship laborers wages in vogue here bas 

driven quite a proportion ot the ebipping 

up the bsy where men c:n be got to stow 

lumber for $1 50 a day instead of $4 00. 

The reason why the society was formed 

was because they felt that they did not 

get a fair show in tbe distribution of the 
work. There were men bers of the Union 

belonging in the North Eaod who bad been 

members for years snd who Cid not get a 

week s work in the course of the whole 

year, although the ostensible purpose of 

the union is to give out the work by turn 

and give every member a feir thare. Fur- 

thermore about forty men had applied for 

membership in the Union last faliand were 

refused admittance. All thes: men bave 

joined the Society as well as the North 

end men who were members of the Union 

but who were overlocked. Religious 

reasons have coosiderable to- do with the 

formation of the Society which is a virtual 

protest in supjort of their claim tbat the 
Union is run by one sect. 

Oae important feature of the Society's 

claim to consideration, thst they are work-- 

ing in the interests of the por', is their 

system of hour labor. The Union works 

only by the day, half day and qusricr day 

and if they work two Lours they get pay 

tor a quarter of the day. Furthermore 

fhey will only start work at 7 and 9 50, 

am and 1 p.m. and if a vessel 

comes in after one o'clock she 

his to lie icle until the following morning. 

The soc ety offers to go to work at any 

honr or halt hour of the day wkich will 

certainly facilitate things. 

They profess to be working in the in- 

This’ 

terests of the port and by so doing in the 
interests of themselves for if the port 
charges can be reduced in this way more 
shipping might be attracted here and more 

work created for the laborers. 

They claim that their men are just as 

efficient as the union men and that a con- 

tractor should be perfectly sale in em- 
ploying them. Of course the whole matter 

hinges on the contractcrs and time alone 

will tell what will be the outcome of the 

war of rates between the two unions.

FAMOUS (ILD PEOPLE. 

Three Aged men who Have Helped to Make 

World's History. 

Among the world’s oldest men known to 

fame three have preeminence in Europe. 

These are Mr. Gladstone, Pope Leo XIII. 

and Prince Bismarck. 

Mr. Gladstone has lived to a greater age 

than any other English statesman who haa 

been prime mivister during ths last two 
bundred. years; snd at eighty cight his 

mental powers are unimpaired, although 

bis sight bas nearly failed him, and he is 

deaf. The pope at eighty-seven bas re- 

mar kable hexlth and vigor, and shows few 

of the infirmities of age. Prince Bismarck 
at eighty-two suffers as much from lack of 

occupation as from bodily weakness. 

The oldest European artist is Thbcmas 

Sidney Cooper, who is now in Lis ninety- 
fifth year. He las be n at work with pen- 

cil and brush over seventy years, and his 
paintings are still exhibited in London. 
The oldest man of letters in Europe is 

James Mur.ineau, who was born in 1805, 

and was preaching snd writing religious 

essays more than seventy yearsago. John 

Ruskin is generally regarded as the veter- 

an of English literature, but infirm as he is 

and unable to answer letters or to read 
books, he is fourteen years younger than 
Doctor Martineau. 

Verdi is the oldest composer at eighty- 
four. The Italian cardi: als ordinarily live 
to greater age than Eoglish bishops, but 
there is one prelate in the Anglican com- 

munion, the Bishop of Liverpool, who is 
eighty-two. The English p erage is long 
lived, the E rl of Mansfield being near to 

the top of the list at ninety-one, and hav- 
ing a larfie group of octogenarians around 

him, 
Among European sovereigns the Queen 

ol England, who is in her seventy.nicoth 
year, is senior. Her memory is remark. 
ably good Her sight bas fallen off so that 
she recognizes her friends with difficulty, 
but she hears the faintest word in ordinary 
convereation, and retains Ler old-time an- 
mation of manner. 
Among all these worthies, who have at- 

tained to a green old age, Mr. Gladstone 
is perhaps the dnly one weo has been in- 
cessant and immoderate in his mental occ- 
upations, and who has s:omed willing at 
times to be imprudent and to neglect 
opportunities for relaxation and exercise, 
he is an exception to the rule that the 
secret of long life is moderation in all 
hinges.
