THE WAR MOVEMENT.

Boston’s Gr. at Free Public Library—What
it Cost and How it Looks—~What a Visi er
Thinks of it=Some Refl ctirus Upon the
Rules and Regulations.

ALLSTON, Muss., May 23,—8till alive
No Spanish bomb hns yet disturbed our
sleep or serenity, and we are daily gainiog
in confidence that our lives are not in the
hands of the Spaniards, but within the em
brace of Uncls Sim, while under his pro-
tection. There are many persons here
who yet disbelieve that the Datch have
taken Holland, and there are many others
who think that the American fleet has not
conquered the Spanish Armada sent ov:r
here for our destructior, contrary to
the belief of the large majority that the
enemy has already been captured or all but
so—for all of that opinion think alike, and
I am among the number, that “if we can
only get a good *lick” (excuse the collo-
quism) at them Spain will have nothing
afterwards in the shape of a Navy. Talk
of Spanisn honour, whercin does it lie ?
For this they went to war, and for this
they become the lavg ing stock of the
world, bankrupt as corrupt, mendacious as
feeble—poverty stricken, and finally dis-
honored by the repudiation of her debts
which she can never redeem If honour
consists in the sneaking conduce ot her
vessels in dodging her American entag-
onists, keeping out ot the way and in dis-
guise of her real intentions, instead ot mac-
fully meeting them and giving them battle,
and standing by her Colonitts ir Cuba and
belping them, then it is such an honor so
doubtful that no proud nation would recog-
pize it for a moment. Instead of showing
courage they show cowardice.

It was just so in 1576, duriog the Com-
monwealth when England was at war with
Spain. The British squadron under Ac-
miral Blake, was kept in doubt {or monthe
as to the whercabouts of the Spavish
fleet, which was dodging in and out of al-
most every [European port wherever it
could find [shelter, or a covering from the
eyes of the English. There was no steam
at that time, no subaxarine cables or tor-
pedo boats, or great guns capable of send-
ing shells for balf & dozen miles and more,
and no ironclads capable of resisting the
largest projectiles. Everytbing was plaio
sailing—the wind was the only dependence
for speed and manoeuvering. So that all
nations were on equal footing in these re
spects. Success depended altogether upon
good seamanship, courage and Jetermina-
tion England,was always at home upon the
sea, and she seldom came out of an action
without flying colors. At length Blake lacat-
ed the enemy among the Islands of Maderia
(still Spanisb) and he lost no t{ime in attack-
ing him and deetroying the whole, a most
powerful squidron, consisting of 30 vess: 1y,
many of them of the largest size. But
Blake lost beavily in men as well as the
Spaniards did. Unalike the late battle of
Manila the vessels fought at close quarters,
not at long ranges, as fin the late case,
where the best marksman (on the Ameri-
can side) could do the most execution. The
victory io the Dewey battle is not to be com
pared for brillancy with that of Blake un
der Cromwell 300 years before. The
hero of the fight died on his way to Eo-
gland with all bis laurels thick about him
and was buried 1 Westminster Abbey
with the honors du: to his woaderiul
achievements, but on the restoration of
that scapa-grace Charles the 2ad on the
death of Cromw:ll, the remiins were dis-
interred and ignominiously scattered to
the winds, or desposite] in the most loath-
some and dirtiest corner of London: The
only great naval engsgem2nt that England
has bad ot late years was the battl: of
Navarino off Greece agamnst the Turss
for Hellenic freedom and she conquerred.
Her Crimesn attempts to bring the Rus-
sian fleet from bebind the fortifications of
Sebastapol, ended in no fight at all. No
Anglo-Saxon blood as it ex sts in the veins
of England and the Uaited States could bs
prevented from boiling over in the
presence of an enemy, however formidable.
This sneaking from one port to another to
evade contact with Admiral Sampson is
most puny and contemptible. They might
as well show up fist as last. Pattiog off
the evil day for a more favorable opportu-
itn can only have one ending—death at
last. However, belore this reaches the
eyes ot PROGRESS’ readers, the storm may
be over.

Yesterday 1 paid a visit to the new
Pablic Library, situated in Copley Square,
opposite the late Bishop Brook’s church
The name Copley Square, is derived from
the fathers of Lord Lyndhurst, at one time
Lord High Cbancellor of Eogland, who
was born as tradition saith, on the site of
this library building. Mr. Copley, the
father, was an artist of the first merit and
many of his pertraits are to be seen upou
the walls of some of the old Boston

mansions. One ot these works of art are in
the residence of Douglas Haz3n, once the
property ot Hon. A L. Hazsn (of excellent
memory.) The original of this portrait
was a Mr. Murray, who resided in some-
what stately grandeur within the vicinity of
Bostcn ; but he was so Eoglish that he
mide himself obnoxious to tbe insurgents
of 1776, and whea the revolutionary fire
began to bura fi rcely, Marray, being, a
mirked man, was obliged one evening
suddenly to vacats his premises, but only
in ‘ime to escape with bis lifs, tor the mob
rashed in immediately atterwards and when
they found their intended victim bad escap-
ed th-ir vengeance one ot the mob thrust
his bsyonet into the painting, which may
be seen to this day on the canvas. I have
several times seen this stately portrait dur-
ing thelite time of R. L. Haszen. Mr.
Copley, the ariist, took up his residence in
England, where his tamous son, alterwsrds
Lord Chancellor, gradually rose to dic-
tinction and finally became *‘the keeper of
the king's comscien:e.”

Bat to the library building. It is a vast
stru ture of gramite, occupying perbaps
two acres of land, with a large court yard
in the centre. It is a four sided structure,
each of e¢qual length, without any great
architectural pretensions. The cost of con.
struction and equipment is said to be be-
tween three and four millions of dollars.
It seems to me that one half the amount
would have been enough to provide for all
the needs of the city in the way of a public
liprary. The aim seemed to be to make as
much as possible, a vast amount of empty
space for visitors to lounge through, great
broad staircases, running up three stories
— (either by foot or elevator) the books
are placed in rooms at the ends of the
building, almost invisible unless a person
knows exactly where they seem to be kept
in hiding. j But no stranger who did not
already know, would suppose that the
building was erected for the purposes of a
library, but take it for granted that it was
a public hall for people to promenade in,
or find shelter in wet weather. At the en-
trances of the rooms devoted to the books,
there is a label on each door which says
“for readers only.” Now as I was nota
reader or intended to be, I had not cour-
aze to venwre within these sacred pre-
cincts and perbaps be reminded that the
place upon which I intruded was holy
ground. I learned afterwardsfrom a friend
thit the rooms were opeu alike te all but
strict silence was expected. How much
better then it would be to give us this in
plain English and say ‘‘no conversation or
talk is expected in this room.” Then I
should bave gone in and perbaps counted
the books. Itmay be all right ana I may
be all wrong, but I think if three quarters
of the money laid out upon this vast pile ot
masonry were expended upon some of the
streets of Boston there would not only be
library enough, but a great improvement
and benefit to those who have to bend

their way to this classic and expensive
spot However if the people ot Boston
are satified 1| don't see why an outsider
should say anything. G. E. F.
