Writes Intereetingly of a Visit to England’s 

Capital. 

Dr. C. F. Fraser, Superintendent of the 

School tor the Blind, Halifax, who is now 

travelling in England, writes interestingly 

of his scjourn in London. Dr Fraser is 

very must struck with the activity and 

bussle of the metropolis. Among many 

remarks he says: 

«If there is one thing more than another 

ikat impresses one in London, it is the 

enormous traffic which is to be seen on all 

the great thoroughfares, and withal, the 

wonderiul order which prevails throughout, 

Imagine all the street traffic of Toronto, 

Montreal, Quebec, St. Jobn and Halifax 

crowded into an area no gréater than that 

of the city of Halifax. Imagine this 

trefic increased five fold, and you 

will gather some ides of the travel in 

Leadon, and for a radine of five miles 

from the Mansion House, which is in the 

centre of the city, proper. Another strik- 

ing feature in London proper, is the few 

pedestrians one meets on the sidewalks 
of the main thoroughtares, as compared 

with the streets of Boston or New York. 

Almost everyone in London is being car- 

ried to his or her destination on wheels. 

It may be in a bansom, in a four-wheeler, 

or perched on the roof o! a crowded omni 

bus. 

The highways of London are policed in 

a marvellous manner, and so periectly is 

the traffic systematized that the raising of 

a policeman s hand 1s sufficient in a sec- 

ond’s time to stem the mighty current of 

travel and make it perfectly sale for ladies 

and children to cross the street under the 

very noses of the magnificent horses.
