this Province on Sunday the twentieth day of this instant November,
and 1 do hereby direct the Form of Prayer which the Right Reve-
rend the Lord Bishop of Nova Scotia has prepared for the better
and more devout solemnization of the same, to be used in all
Churches and Chapels and other-places of Public Worship within
this Provinee : and do strictly charge and command that the said
Public Day of Thanksgiving be religiously observed by all Her
Majesty’s loving subjects within the same.
