To the next class, land should be granted at the expense 
only of the survey, To ‘he last class, land should be 
given, and even more than this—such assistance as jm- 
plements of husbandry, and, for a time, provisions. 
These different classes would be determined by the means 
of the emigrants. It was extremely necessary, however, 
to proceed with great caution in & matter of this kind, 
for otherwise thé tide of emigrants would overwhelm 
them. He thought i: right on the occsion to 
state these views to the House. [Hear, hear.] He 
begged to say one word with respect to’ what had been 
said about Ireland. The most certain, and at the same 
time the most legitimate mode of removing the evils com- 
plained of there, was to promote by every possiole means 
the prosperity of that country. Before he sat down he 
would state two instances in which he had acted ‘upon 
those views which he had jast ex upon thc subject 
of emigration. The Duke of Hamilton wished to send 
some persons from his estates to Lower Canada, they be- 
ing desirous to emigrate. On application being made to 
him, he had granted land to the emigrants at oply the 
expense of the survey. An Honorable Member, too, of 
that House had applied to him respecting sending emi- 
grants from Ireland, and to that Honerable Member he 
had promised to grant land to the emigrants on the same 
terms. [Here, hear.) | 
We recommend Sir GeorGE Murrav’s 

scheme with respect to the different modes 
and conditions of granting land to the consi- 
deration of our readers, more especially the 
members of our Agricultural and Emigrant 
Society. We should hail with joy the adoption of 
a wise, liberal, and enlarged plan which would 
induce a considerable number ofthe ‘‘bold pea- 
santry” of Lingland to emigrate to this Pro- 
vince ; and we are satisfied that any expense 
which the present inhabitants of the Colony 
could be persuaded to incur for encouraging 
the introduction of such settlers would ina few 
years be abundantly repaid by their produc- 
tive industry. 
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PROVINCIAL LEGISLATURES. 
It gives wus much pleasure to observe that 

His Majesty’s Government is prudently and 
quietly introducing such amendments into the 
Political Constitiitions of these Provinces, as 
are required by the general wishes of the in- 
habitants, or recommended by enlightened 
Statesmen at home. Several new members 
have been recently added to the Legislative 
Council of Lower Canada, of whom Mr.VicER 
1s well known as an able and eloquent debater 
in the House of Assembly. A little ¢“ new 
blood,” as Mr. Pitt happily described the in- 
cribed the introduction of Irish representatives 
into the Imperial Parliament by the Union, 
may sometimes produce a very salutary effect. 
Nothing further has transpired respecting the 
schism in Nova Scotia—except that the eleva- 
tion of Mr. Un1ackE to the vacant seat on the 
Judicial Bench reduces, almost to a nonentity, 
the very small minority ofthe Assembly, by 
which the cause of the Council was advocated.

It would confer a great benefit 
on this Province if its Legislature could be 
induced to take a lessan {rom the wisdom of 
the British Parliament, and impose an addi- 
tional duty on Spirits for the encouragement of 
the growth of Barley, and the brewing of Becr.
