CHAPTER XII 
CONTINUED. 

Such were the conversations which Willie often 

had with his young companions. The same per- 

sonal application of the doctrine of eternal pun- 

ishment was in the mouths of all of them.

had learned to look upon Him as one who was 

too great to notice man but from his exalted sta- 

tion, as Ruler of the Universe, regarded all ian- 

kind with equal indifference ? Since the Heav- 

enly source of strength was unsought by him, 

was it strange that he should fall away rapidly

All the controversy between Willie and his

Af ben he could not enter into the ministry, i, 
waa evident that Mr. King’s design must fai) 
with respect to him ; what he had already spent 
would be wasted, It would not be just to re 
quire him to’ expend any more on him. - This 
conclusion ‘Was inevitable. ‘He douldi not re- 

cruel lot to break off his course just as he was 
approaching the last year; to turn away and lose 
the crowning studies of his College career; but 

it must be done. He could not deceive his bene- 

factor, nor treat him unjustly. 
Such were the thoughts that filled the mind of 

Willie. His conclusions seemed to him inevit- 

able. ‘Having taken the steps which he'did in 
his religion, he would have to accept the con- 

sequences. 
At the end of the third year his mind was made 

up. He would quit the college. Of course he 

could not think of returning to be supported by 
Aunt Helen.
