has been impossible to forsee in what way peace 
and order were to be restored. English states. 
men seem to have been anxious about one thing 

only—the preparation of their country for any 
emergency. France has resounded with the din 

of preparation for war, though none know against 
whom its armies and armaments are to be di- 

rected. The rulers of Germany have been hur. 
Tying to and fro, consulting measures for their 

defence, and calling forth the military force of 

the Ewpire. in ltaly, while Sa:dinia has been 
for months battering at the walls of Gueta, and 

while the new kingdom is turning its eyes upna 
Rome and Venetia ; the violence of the reaction- 

ists, the extravagance of the extreme liberal party 
above all, the mysterious policy of Napoleon 

have combined to increase the confusion. In 

Hungary, the vaccilating policy of the Empetor, 
with the attitude of the Hungarians, has render- 

ed it extremely probably that serious disturbances 
would soon arise. In America, we have seen o 

mighty and ambitious nation split in twain. A 
few thousand madmen, by force of passion, aided 
by unexampled treach: ry and fraud, have without 

interruption, rebelled against the Government, 

stolen its property, outraged its friends, and even 
threatened the assesssination of its President. 

Individual mer or governments are impotent 

in the presence of the disturbing forces now at 
work. Passing events alo-e can enable us to 
guess as to the future. ~-At present they augur 

favorably. It seems that England has been able 
during the past year, 0 prevent Napoleon from 
actively interfering in Italian effairs, and it may 

be reasonably hoped that Italy will be allowed to 
fulfil its destiny. It seems very probable, also, 

that the great disturber of the peace of Europe, 
will not venture to invade any of the Prussian 

Possessions, in the presence of England and Ger- 

many armed to the teeth. The confidence of the 
Hungarians in the justice of their cause, and 

their ability to maintain their rights, seems to be 
on the increase. Already a large measure of 
civil liberty has been granted, and the yet more 
precious blessing of religious liberty has been 

conceded. Kossuth notes are{inereasing in value, 
and the Hungarians evidently believe that their 
period of servitude is over. In the United States 
8 trace of reform is beginning to appear in the 

chaos. The Peace Congress has presented a 
basis of Union deemed. satisfactory to the Free 

States and the Nor'hern §lave Stares. Jucgine 
from the sentiments exp essed by Lincoln, on his 
way to Washington, and in his Inaugural, we ins 
fer that while the incoming administration wi'l 
meke every effort to satisly the disaffected ; the 
right of secession will not Le acknowledged.

As agene, 
ral thing, fictitious writing is injarious, not beentse 
it is fietiti but b it infl the passions 
gives false views of life, misdirecrs the sympathies, 
and gives a distaste for solid reading, These re- 
marks apply to newspaper novels, even more than 
to those which are published in a durable form. At 
the same time, fiction may beused as a vehicle to 
disseminate important truths. The parable of our 
Lord, Bunyan's Pilgrim's Progress, Uncle Tom's 
Cabin, all convey valuable lessons, and should not 
be objected to on the ground that ¢he occurrences 
described did not actual'y transpire, 
However, a parent must carefully watch all the 

novels which enter his house, They are more apt 
to injure, when of a pernicious tendency, than any 
other books, from the faet that they make a deepe’ 
impression on the reader, and are more liable to be 
read by these whe have not sufficieni judg to

USITED STATES.—The secession movement is

$5.000, when $1.200 should have been appropri- 
ated. A Circular issued by the O. 8. Presb, 

Board of Foreign Mission, dated Feb. 4th, «tates 
that the receipts of the Treasury for the present 

year have already fillen more than $15.000 be- 

low those of the corrsponding months of last 
year, being a reduction of at least fifteen per 

cent. frem the usual contributions ; and unless 

an importan{ change takes plice very soon, this 
deficiency must become eeribusly great before 

the close of the present financial year.

PROVINCIAL PARLIAMENT, 
From our own Correspondent. 

On Tuesday, 26th, the Provincial Secretary 
made his Financial statement. If the hopes of 
the people of the Province had been raised to a 
high pitch by the parables current in the news- 

pers, relative to the headlong state of our 
Priamos these hopes were j and these 
exp ded by the splendid exhibit 
given by the Hon. Mr. Tiley, 
He commenced with our Railway works, and 

showed the d-fferent stages through which they 
had passed, until their completion of the Line 
from bt. Joha to Shediac. He compared the 
expenses of its construction, with the cost of 
United States, Canada, Nova Scotia, and Evro- 
pean Railways. Thus the Nova Scotia Roads 
cost £11,413, per mile; the (Janada Grand Trunk 
£16,263; the Atlantic States of the American 
Republic; £10,690 ; in Great Britain, £44,750; 
while our New Brunswick Line, including the 
deep water terminus, would cost but £10,500 
per mile—and this for the best road on the con- 
tinent of America, The earnings of the Road, 
as he had before stated, with the surplus from 
the Mnpost Fund for 1859, and the Impost Fund 
for 1860, had been enough to pay all the interest 
on the Debentures of both the Senin and N, 
A. Railway, and the Government stock in the 
Bt. Andrews snd Quebec Railway; and on the 
1st of November last, the Province had in the 
hands of Barimg Bros, £25,000, to ey the in< 
terest on our Debentures for 1861. He gave a 
detailed stat of the of the lie, 
and the expenditure which is embodied in the 
Bem Report received by you, The net earn- 
ings of the Line, from Avg.
