to the amazement of the Province, and are there- 
fore obliged to rely an the Globe for the rifor- 

mation whien we give our readers. 

In q of a ion which re- 
cently appeared in one of our city papers, stating 

that the lunds of the Province were grossly mis- 

managed, and were going into the hands of spe- 

culators, a committee was appointed by the 

House of Assembly to investigate these matters. 

On Friday the Committee met and several wit- 

nesses were summoned to give evidence. The 
Surveyor General was examined but nothing 

special was elicited from him. Mr. Inches was 
next examined. The disclosura made by him 

was really startling. In his evidence he impli- 
cates the Attorney General, who he says sought 

to prevent him from telling the Committee all that 
he kuew respecting the-management of the Land 
office, because, if the truth were old, he (Fisher) 

would be seriosly compromised. Inches stated 

that the law was rotoriously evaded, and that 
even by the members of the Legislature, names 
were frequently conjored up to accomplish this 

object. 
He went on fo describe the plans adopted to 

evade the law, when it was desired to obtain 

large blocks, One was to use ficticious names ; 
this was very common, Large blocks of land 

had been obtained in this manner on the south 
side of the Annagance. 

He states that grants’of land could not be ob- 

tained without the knowledge of the Govern~ 
ment, ~ Ad each particular grant had to be signed 

by the Surveyor General, Attorney G neral,and 

the Provincial Secretary. “A plan wss attached 
to each grant, and they could not sigif them with- 

out knowing or having anidea ‘of their extent 
and location. 
“ With reference (0 M-. Fisher's aclion ha 

said he (Fisher) wished ro gt some lands on 
the south side of the Annagance, near the Rail- 
way, and at his request Ye (Inch»s) entered ap. 
plication. He did it by fictitious names, hut did 
not know that Fisher was av are that he had used 
such. ‘This land was about two miles svuth of 
the Petticodiac Stati He repr d it to 
Fisher as poor land, but in a good sitaation.: He 
issued the order for survey. He (Inches) man~ 
aged the affair so that the Attorney General's 
name did not appear, and told him (Fisher) how 
it w-s being done. He remembered distinctly 
that it was understood what price was to be 
given in case of competition. Mr: Fisher wis 
unwilling to go bevond the upset price, He 
(Inches) had partners in the business and they 
wanted to get some of the land. He wrote to 
Per. Wilmot giving him instructions how to 
act, He told him to grt (he Jand for Smith (ihe 
fictitions name representing the Attorney Genes 
rul) and acting upon this letter the depu'y got 
the land, whereupon be (Inches) sent a no eto 
Firher, sayivg * you Sukh) 5 thedand.” He 
purchased five luts of land, acres each, for 
the Attorney General at his request. This” was 
obtaihed in the names of five parties. He (lo- 
chag) wrote out transfers for those parties, leav- 
ing the names blaok so as to enable, him to fill 
in any he chose, The first instalment was paid 
him with money obtained by the Attorney Gene- 
ral, The other ‘instalment had not yet been 
paid. Tv was notorious that instalments are 
very frequently allowed to remain unpaid, He 
had frequently made out transfers before the 
lands Were sold, leaving the name+ and deserip- 
tion blank. The Attorney General had four lots 
in the Shearman Settlement in the County of 
Albert. In ob aining those he flachea) wrote 
out transfers ana the Att rney General furnished 
the names. There was nothing to lead him to 
believe that those lands were for any other per- 
sons than the Attorney General himse'f.’ Fhe 
Attorney General had also o'tained regex 
300 acres of fad an th Nashw ak. He (Inc 
bid it in for hind, The moriey was not yet paid, 
Upon one oceasion there were 10 lots of lind | 
sold without any condition of settlement. The 
Surveyor Genersl expressed considerable feeling 
upon the subject but he was overruled by spme 
members the Executive. = The Surveyor 
General was ofteninterfered with by other mem- 
bers of the Executive, which made the matier 
YoY Gh a In one case he w+s_ipter- 
fered within regard to the distribution af the 
Crown Land advertising.

In treating of a case of application for lands 

in N rthumberland, he acted without submiiting 

the maitér to the’ Surveyor Gene:al, because had 
he done so, he (Sur. Gen.) would in turn have 
submitted it to the Executive, and there it would 
Have remained until too late for service. He 
(Inches) answered those parties at once that the 
applicat ons wére complied with in each case. 
I'n“neking some additions to his statements of 
yesterday, hie said that the Chief Officers of the 
Government were aware of large transactions in 
lands, bat did not know sy of had connection 
or interest, or to what extait. 

In answer to an foquiry, Vr. Inchés said that 
when he referred to the Coief Officers he meant 

the Attorney- General and Provincial ‘Secretary. 
but neither of them knew of his connection with 
those tracts that had been obtained. 

In 1853 he got a large block of land in Salis- 
bu y—Mr. Wilinot was Surveyor General - at the 
time. He npplied for it in fi titious nimes— 
Mr. Wilmot was not aware of that. The lands 
wi re sold 1t auciion in 100 acre lots, in order to 

bring the transaction under the instalment sys- 
tem These l.nds were prLrchased in the names 
of Chas. Incher, Julius Inches, James Inches, P. 
R. Inches, and Chas. Inches, Jr. The first four 
were his brothers, and the latter his own son, 
then 6 years of age, He intended the, lands for 
himse f. This system «f obrgining lands had 
been in operation ever since, and long before that 
time. 
He had purchased from private persons 

between 1840 and 1845 about 3,000 acres near 
the Restoek, and from the (‘rown by auction 260 
acresin the nane of A. G. Munro, and 567 acres 
in his own name. _ All these lands he had resold 
and if he got all that was yet due upcn them he 
would realize about £1000 clear profit from the 
transaction. This had no reference to the large 
tracts hear the Railw y. 
Twelye lots were got on the Tobique road hy 

Auction, under the instalment sysiem, for John 
Arwstrong, of 8t” John; the purchase money 
has not yet bren paid or the grants issued. The 
appheation was nade about three vears ago, and 
the lands were locked up si oes: Taought there 
were otlier tracts throughous the Province in 
the.same position. Operations of similar nature 
had extended over a period of 27 years. 

Io 1858 Mr. Tilley got a’grant of land in Scud- 
holm. 
The applicatioes were made as usual in fieii- 

tions names, Lut did not think Mr. Tilley was 
aware of that, The land was sold by Auttion in 
the usual manner. Mr. Tilley bad also got 280 
acres in Westmorland County, about a mile from 
the Railway. 
“Some conversation then took place ah.ut 

the conduct of Deputy Surveyors. He suid it 
was ¢ for Deputies to 1ep that Sur- 
veys had been thade when such was not the case, 
and draw pay for the same. Paper Surveys were 
common, 

In reply toa qu stion, he said that he did not 
break into blocks reserved for seulement, by his 
own mere motion. They were broken into. He 
lad no formal order to sell. Carrying cut the 
reserved system was considered mmpractic.ble, 
and it was agreed between him and the Surveyor 
General that they should be treated like all other 
lands. In 1858, tho regulations relating to the 
time al'owed for meking improvements or pay» 
ments upon land obtained under the Labour Act, 
was extended fiom three months to two years.— 
At the time this change wus made he protested 
against it, he idered it a mischi alter- 
ation, One of the advantages of the 3 inonths 
aysiem was, that in case the conditions were not 
complied with, the Surveyor General was at 
liberty to put up the lands for sale. There were 
now lands lock:-d up under this two years regu- 
lation, with the. prospect of uot being settled in 
the time, and yet the Surveyor Gen: ral was not 
at liberty to grunt them to applicants until the 
time set forth in the regulations expired. He 
then attempted to show that the C:own ufficers 
were derelict in their duty, in not a'tending to 

matters referred to them by the Surveyor Gen- 
eral’s department. He nawed a great number 
of cases where matters of interest had béen press 
ed npon the attention of the At. General, but 
had been neglected by him, such as conflicting 
claims of purchasers, 4 Frequently, such cases 
had been referred to the Executive, and by 
them to the Crown officers, and were not yet re- 
por ed upon.”

‘The reception of Mr. Lincoln in the 
cities of New York and Philadelphia, and by the 
Legislature of New Jersey and Pensylva+ia, was 
as cordial and enthusiastic as that given to him 
throughout the first part of his wr On Satuar- 
day morning the country was startled by the in- 
lige Hat the programme of the (is had 
been changed, and that Mr. Lincoln in the pres 
ceeding night had secretly left for Washington. 
Rumors of a plot for an assassination, or, of at 
least, in'ended disrespectful demonstrations at 
Baltimore are assignud as the cause for this un— 
expected resolution. 

0 certainty has or been obtained fon the 
course of policy Mr. Lincoln will pursue. Both 
wings of the Republican party—the compromis- 
ers and the non-compromisers—still hope to 
have the President on their side. ~ 
The provisional President of the seceded 

States has formed his Cabinet, and his appoint- 
ments have been confirmed by the Convention. 
Texas has seized a large am unt of Federal pro- 
perty, and the government of Georgia some ves- 
sels belonging 10 private citizens of New York. 

In Congress, the bill authorizing the Post- 
master General to if found 0) 
the regular mail service in the seceded States, 
has now passed both Houses. An amendment 
offered by Mr, Hemphill in the Senate, and re- 
coginzing the right of secession, received ouly 
nine votes. 
The first intelligence received of the election 

of the Arkansas State Convention seemed to in- 
dicate the rejection of n +t only secession, but as 
in Tennessee, of the holding of a Convention it- 
self. Later reports, however, make it probable 
that a Convention is to be held. What course 
the State will pursue relative to secession, is 
still doubtful. The same is the case with Vir- 

nia. Kansas has again appealed to the Eastern 
Statue for support for her starving people. 

Tue Peace CoNFERENCE.—-After several 
days of discussion, the Peace Crnference, on 
Saturday evening, in Committee, succeeded at 
last in coming to a vote on the proposition pre- 
sented by Mr Franklin of Pennsylvania, as a 
subs itute for the Guthrie plan, and odopted it 
by » vote of seventeen to five—two of the five 
Slave States, Maryland and Kentucky, voting 
with the North. The proposition provides that 
Slavery shall not existin territory north of thirty 
six degrees, thirty minutes; but that in territory 
south of that linc” * at preseut”” owned by the 
Uliited States, 8 avery shall not bz prohibited 
by territorial cr other laws, and that the status 
of persons held 10 service shall be cognizable in 
the Federal Couits, under the rules of the com- 
moa law. 

It will be perceived that this makes no provis« 
ion for the admission of States, nor does it give 
to Slavery the benefit of a recognition by the 
lnws of the State from which it emigrated, as id 
Mr. Guthrie's proposition. Ti only allows slave- 
helders to go into the territory south of the line, 
while it is territory, and look to the commun law 
for both their rights and their remedy. 

The debate on Monday, February 25th, is un- 
derstood to have been the most spi-ited which 
bas yet oceu rd. Mr. Gathrie, whose proposition 
was under consideration, is said to have become 
much offended at one time, and to have been on 
the point of withdrawing from the Convention, 
bu’ to have afterwards chanzed h's wind. 

On February 23d, four Commissioners were re- 
ceivel from Kansas.
