In America, the
proud, restless, and .giasping Union, has been
already broken into fragments, and the hitherto
most prosperous and happy portion of the globe
is threatgned with the horrors of civil war.—

nations-will be dispelled, or nvolve millions in
ruin, is known only to the Great Disposer of
events. Were those threateging dangers all
caused by individuals—as Louis Napoleon, or
Garibaldi, or Lincoln,; we coald hope for speedy
tranquility. Napoleon might be induced totarn
his attention from Syria or'the Rhine, Guribaldi
to postpone is threatened attack on Austria,
and Lineolnto compromise with the slave holder.
But mightier agents of disturbance are at work,
whose efiérgies can  only be delayed for a time.
Thoughts un'&lfeelingn to which “such men as
Napoleon and Garibaidi owe their power, are in-
spiring"the masses. They will not be the slaves
of priedts of princes, and are determined to grati-
fy the ‘instinetive craving’ for' liberty .which the
Creatof” has implanted 1h them. It may be
stifled fof a time by the fear of fine or itprison-
ment, or death, but it will arise; and one'day it
will be satisfled.
