And' the la ge and in creasing numbers
of all ranks who  are attached fo Protestsntism
cannot but excire respect, There are row at
least 2,000,000 Protestants in the country,having
1.000 clergyman, vumercus colleges, schools,
newspapers, &c.. Were it not for the deadening
influences of State support thesé numbers would
have been sti.l greater.

PErsiAN  MissoN.—-Seventeen jears ago
when Miss. Fisk went .toOweomiah to labor as
teacher among the Nestorian women, scarcely
one had any just concep ion of the truths of the
Gospel ; but last year when she left on a visit to
her natived land, she partook of the Lord’s Sup-
per with98 women, once her pupils ‘and now
teachers in different pa:ts of the’ country.

TERRIBLE INUNDATIoNs 1N HOLLAND.—A
correspondent of the Loudon * Times” 3d inst
sayss—

The inundations referred to in my last, are
spreading with fearful rapidity, As the ice
breaks up, notwithstanding that the thaw is
gradual and unaccompanied with lLeavy gales,
the waters collect in the npper localities of the
country, and oyérflowing the dykes, lay villages
and towns under water, causing great loss of
property and human life. The swall German
frontier town of Emuerich is eix feet under
water ; Anaheim is impassable from the flood
which permeates its streets. More than fif'y
villages arn totally submerged, and shousands of
families have been obliged to'leave their homes
to teek a houseless shelter in the higher di-tricts.
It is feared that this ¢ty may yet become the
prey of the invading element. The consternation
js great, while the prospect of the, danger in-
creases with the arrival of every telegram and
train. For some days a considerable portion of
the Duteh Rhenish Railway has been under
water, and the rails displaced, so that communi-
