FAMILY IS FULFILLED. 

Noted White Caftlé ef Chartley—It 1372 
Disaster Followed the Appearance of 

Black Offspring and Will Now Be Ree 

peated—The Estate Is for Sale and Will 

. ‘Probably Pass From the Ferrers Family 

Forever. 

The name of Ferrers is among the 
very oldest in English records, and 
this, if for no other reason, gives ex- . 

ceptional interest: to. the approaching’ 
sale of the Staffordshire estate of 
_Chartley, which has now for cen- 
turies descended with the blood : of 
the Ferrers family. Caer : 
At the Conquest Willlam helped 

himself bountifully to the acres of 
Staffordshire, as of the other coun- 
ties, but divided the comsiderable rep 
sidue among five of his.p: lords 
of whom Henry de Ferrers was one, 
Moors and fertile; valleys, hills and

Chart- 
ley, in the first allotment, went to 
the Barl of Chester, who; with that 
potent and brave: viceroy Roger "de 
Montgomery, prétty well shared be- 
tween them all the northerit hdl’ ‘of:

ley and the sccond downfall of the 
house ensuing this was imputed to 

the black quadruped (which was in- 
stantly killed) rather than to the 
Earl's impolitic patriotism. The few 
superstitious souls who remain in 

Chartley’s thinly-peopled neighbor- 
hood may be trusted to make the 
most of the present Earl’s Ferrers’ 
contempt for the legend. Black calves 
have been deliberately bred from the 
white cattle and the Chartley estates 
ars to pass, probably forever, from 
she Ferrers family at public auction.
