The Typé t;_Select-,-Some'
Hints on Management

_The fattening of cattie is ecar-
ried on under such -widely differ-
ent circnmstances that it impos-
sible to iay dewn any hard and
and fast rules; and say that these
are right and all others wrong.
There are, however, three condit-
ions essential to succlss ia the
stall feeding of adimals, viz, good
cattle, an abundasoe of cheep win-
ter feed, and good .marmgement.

Fifteen er twenty years ago the
cattle required for the export trade
were the heavy four and five year
old steers weightng 1400 to 1800
pounds. At that time quantity
uot quality was in demand. To-
day we find that compact, well
finished two and three year old an-
imals weigking from 1250-pounds
ap will command tne highest
prices, Of course, if weigbt ean
be combined with quality, so much
the better, but quality is of first
importance. From the butcher’s
poiut of view the steer of best
quality is the ome which carries
the greatest percentage of its
weight in those parts of the car-
case which give the highest price
outs. In the Chicago and New
York markets, the most discrimin-
ating in the world, the rib and loin
cuts command over four times
the average price paid for the - re-
mainder of the carcasse, and it is
apparent that the prime - beef an-
imnal must be good in these parts
They must be thickly aad evenly
covered with firm yet mellow flush
of uniform good quality and free
alike from hard rolls and blubbery

will no longer be tolerated, much

of flesh on the back and ribs,

In addition to the genéral beef
form, with good backs, ribs and
loins, there is, says the eminent
American authority Prof Curtiss, a
certain quality, character, style
and finish that constitute an im-
portant factor in determing the
value of beef cattle. One of the
first indications of this is to. be
found iu the skin and coat, A
harsh, unyielding skin isan in-
dication of a sluggish circulation
and low digestive powers. A
clear, prominent yet placid eye;
clean-cut features, fine horn, and
clean, fine bone all goto indicate
good feeding quality ‘and capacity

excellence, and consequently to
command top prices. Coarse-
boned, rough animals are almost
invariably slow feeders and hard
to finish properly, Besides these
qualities, and above all, itis nec-
essary tc have vigor and constit-
ution. We find evidence of these
ina wide forchead. a prominent
briskat, bread chest, well sprung
tibs, full heart girth and a general
robust appearance, .

With the proper beef type in
mind, it will not be difficult to re-
cognize a suitable stocker. To
find bim is a more difficult matter
Owing largely to the great expan-
sion of the dairy business during
the past fiftcen or twenty yesrs, it
is becoming more difticult to pro-
cure good ' stockers for feediag,
To get satisfactory animals a farm-
er is almost compelled to breed
his own. In case he does so too
much importunce cannot be aftach-
ed to the sclection of the sirec It
should never be forgotten that he
is half the herd Good grade cows
are all right to breed from, but the
bull should always be pureqred.
Itis poor economy to save fifty
cents or a dollar in the first cost of
the calf, and lose from ten to fifteen
dollars when the finished animal is
placed on the market. Besides
this, the price at which purebred
bulls can be ubtained in these days
leaves no excuse for the use of an
inferior animal.
