-in 1902, has been: granted self ~gov- 
ernment as we have it in Canada.

ha, one of the bravest and most 
successful opponents of Britain in 
the late war. The Dutch leader, 
who fought so bravely against 
great odds, announces that the hit- 
terness of defeat has passed, and 
that the Boers will loyally co-oper- 
ate with their former enemies for 
the good of their commnron country. 
How differently the Americans 

have used the people of Puerto Rico 
who are also of the same white 

race as themselve Pierw Rico 1s 
still held as a conquered province, 

and is given no hope of being any- 
thing else.

Ireland her rights; while, -after 
years of comparative freedom, the 
.United States is developing the 
same domineering trails that form-

monarchies only.- 
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AWAKENING OF THE 

SMALL OPERATORS. 

The small business firms are be- 
ing rudely awakened to the fact 
that they are doomed to speedy ex- 
tinction unless something is dome 
to check the freezing-out process 
that is being applied to them by 
the big corporations. The inroads 

of such firms as the T. Eaton Co., 
‘whose founder has left a fortune 
of $2,700,000, which was gained at 
the expense of our town and coun- 
try merchants, are driving the 
smaller stores out of business and 
forcing their prcprietors to become 
agents and employees of higger 
concerns. In some places, he lccal 

merchants have already combined

their interests, thereby saving ex- 
penses 

ness life. 
The Horseshoers of Northnmber 

land County, St. Ton and other 
places, * have lately formed :n‘uns 

to eliminate competition wimorg 
themselves, and balance "te Ic sses 

sustained by the increased cost of 
raw material. 
The small lumber operators of 

the Miramichi have formed a New 
Brunswick Lumbermen’s Protective 
Association for a similar purpose. 
These are steps in the right dir- 

ection. But the farmers, who will 

have to pay more for horseshoeing 
will charge more for their own 
produce; and the horseshoers’ em- 
ployees, having to pay more for 

food, will demand higher wages. 
What has the Union gained? Any 
increase in the cost of lumber will 
increase the cost of houses which, 
in turn, will increase the cost of 
rent, which will necessitate higher 

wages. The only real gamers will 
be those who have hcuses to rent. 
The formation of mere Craft Un- 

ions brings only temporary relief, 
as ultimately what is gained on 
one hand is lost on the other. A 
Union of all the unions into one 
organic body is the next step; but 
even this will not solve the pro- 
blem unless, and until, every adult 

citizen is included in the union. 
This Union of all the citizens of the 
country on equal terms—otherwise 

known as the Socialist Common- 
wealth—is the only solution of the 
industrial problem; but the re- 
medy will not be applied until the 
majority of the small cperators are 
clean driven to the wall. Then 
they will turn to Socialism as 
their only hope.

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LEGISLATIVE PROGRESS. 

The Manitoba government, that 
recently took such an advafhced 

step in telephone legislation, has 
been handsomely sustained at the 
polls, its “action re public owner- 

ship of telephones evidently es- 
tranging no voters. It has created 
a ministry cf telephones and rail- 

ways. The Alberta legisiature has 
declared . for provincial ownership 

and operation of all its telephones; 

and proposes spending its surplus 

of $200,000 this year in the con- 
struction of a telephone system. 

From St. John and elsewhere 

has come the demand that New 
Brunswick follow Alberta's ex- 
ample, and our premier has put 
himself on record as favoring :such 
a measure for the near future. In 

the meantime he promises a bill 
that will insure complete govern- 
ment control of rates, which is the 
entering wedge of government 
ownership. ‘The cause of the peo- 
ple is making progress.
