SECRECY OVER
BRITISH NAVAL PLANS

Loundon, April #—The naval of-
ficers attached to the ewbassies and
legations accruing to ‘the court: of
St. James have found difficulty in
obtaining information with regard
to Great Britain’s naval plans, grow-
ing so great that it is next to im-
possible to penetrate the veil of
secrecy maintained at the English
naval yards

Great Britain is adopting the
policy of fer far eestern allies.
When the battleship Dreadnought
was Jaunched the naval attaches
did ascertain some of the secrets of
her construction, but that was
Great Britain’s first attempt to pre-
vent foreigners from gaining infor-
mation regarding her new ships.
A second and more successful at-
tempt is being made in connection
with the three giant cruisers, In-
vincible, Inflexibleé, Indomitable,

der construction and the Indomi-
table was launched recently at
Glssgow.

As is customary upon such oc-
casions all the naval attaches were
invited to the launching of the In-
domitable.
