Halifax, Jan 29.—Running at the 
rate of forty miles an hour, the Mari- 
rime express, due here. this evening, 
was wrecked the other side of Windsor 
Junction. With the exception of the 
envine, baggage car, and postal car, 
the whole train left the rails, the 
second class car toppling over on its 
side. : 
There were quite a number of pas- 

sengers on the train, and their escape 
from death or serinus injury was mir- 
aculous = Several persons were bruised 
and cut, but none seriously injured. 
The rolling stock was badly damaged, 
the rails torn up for a distance of fifty 
yards, and all traffic on the road ~ was 
blocked for several hours. : 
~The train was in charge of Con- 
ductor A B Vance, with Driver James 
Clark in the cab. The train was forty 
minutes late and was evidently making 
uptime. The express was an hour 
late on leaving Moncton, but had 
made up some time on the run to 
Truro, and 1s reprrted to have gained 
16 minutes more from Truro tq ‘the 
time that the accident took place. 
The accident nccurred on what is 
knownas an '‘S”’ curve. 
The ‘train rounded the first part of
