Gordon West, went on a shooting ex- -
pedition yesterday, and when passing
through the brush adjacent to the
town, were confronted by a stranger,
who immediately opened fire upon the
boys.

Paterson received the conients of
the discharge in the chest and the
doictors pronounced the wounds seri-
ous, 'and the patient was removed to
the hospital in this ecity where he
succumbed to his injuries today.
