A NOTABLE ACHIEVEMENT. 

That the farmers of Canada are emi- 

nently satisfied with the Laurier ad- 

ministration was indicated Wednesday 

by the return of the liberal candidate 

in South Huron. South Huron is a 

constituency almost wholly composed 

of farmers and they have decided 

that liberal rule is good enough for 

them. That the liberal party will 

| ontinue to gain seats in Ontario is 

|a foregone conclusion. At the time 

{of the last provincial election in On- 

tario the conservative party seemed to 

be in the ascéndency. The people 

were not altogether satisfied with the 

Ross government and said so at the 

polls. But a couple of years have 

passed ‘since then during which time 

the people of Ontario have learned that 

they were far better off under the old 

administration. The election of Whit- 
ney in Ontario was the best possible 

thing that could have happened to 

liberalism in Ontario. Stanstead, 

likewise, has gone liberal. Like 

South Huron, Stanstead has always 

been regarded as a conservative con- 

stituency notwithstaning the fact that 

it voted liberal in 1903. To carry two 

conservative constituencies in one day 

is an achievement the liberal party 

may well be proud of 

THE BRITISH PREFERENCE. 

The Toronto Globe, in a well-reas- 
oned article, points out that it has 

sometimes heen said that the British 

preference has had no appreciable ef- 

fect on the voulme of British goods 

coming here. It is hard to understand 

what such critics expected of it. Our 

importations from Great Britain has 

declined from $51,679,762 in 1883 to 

$29,401,188 in 1897 (the last year affect- 

ed by Conservative rule), the year it 
was introduced. As soon as the act 

went into force the balance was turn- 
ed the other way, and for the twenty 

months ending March, 1907, our im- 

ports from Great Britain were $83,- 

229,266. For the month of March, 

1907, they amounted to $8,837,224, or 

$2,448,775 more than for the corresp- 

onding month of ‘1906. If the ratio Is 

kept up the importations will be over 

$106,000,000. Surely an increase in ten 

years from $29,000,000 to $106,000,000 

is not slow progress. The preference 

from the British standpoint has amply 

justiféd itself. It has more than jus- 

tified itself so far as Canada is con- 

cerned. It has helped to reduce the 

consumers’ taxation almost $3 per 

hundred, or on the total importation 

of 1906 by a sunn equal to gpme $8,000,- 

000. But this is not its only service. 

It is a well known rule in economies 
that every remission of taxation has a 

perceptible influence on the domestic 

prices of commodities.’ It would be 

|quite within the mark, therefore, to 
increase the above figure by a large 

percentage. A third service the Brit- 

ish preference has performed is to make 

it more easy to do business with 

Great Britain. The very fact of In- 

creasing return cargoes must make it 

easier to send our goods into thelr 
markets, The effect of this is seen in 

the figures of the expdrt trade.
