The Crops.

In response to a question as to why the
spring bulletin was delayed, the secretary
for agriculture said that he thought the re-
ports, like the crops, would be the better for
a little sunlight, and therefore he had not
sent out the usual circular during the wet
weather, but had delayed it until the signs
of clearing up were unmistakeable. Reports
from the correspondents of the department
are coming in rapidly, and he hopes to have
the bulletin out in a few days. “While it is
too soon to express a positive opinion, the
reports appear to indicate that the season is
at least two weeks behind ordinary years,
and that there will be ‘'some falling off in
the acreage in crop. The only crop con-
cerning the yield of which any very definite
information can be given at present is hay,
and as to this reports are conflicting. In
some localities a good crop is reported, in
others a superior crop and again in others a
poor crop. So far as the reports go, but the
great majority of places are yet to be heard
from. The season gives fair promise as to the
yield of fruit.

Death of Alonzo Smiler.

Just as the jolly party of pleasure seckers
was embarking on the Weston on Friday
night a scene of a far different character was
being enacted a little more than a hundred
yards away. Mrs. John B. Grieves, desiring
to open the safe in the office of the Waverly
House, and not knowing how to do it, sent
a messenger for Alonzo Smiler, whose
saloon was very near, asking him to come
and help her. Mr. Smiler went in and
going behind the counter sat down upon a
stool to unlock the safe. Mrs. Grieves gave
him the key; he tried the lock, but failing
to move the bolts handed her back the key,
saying *‘ I can’t unlock it,”” then attempted
to rise to his feet; but fell over upon the
floor and expired instantly. There was not
the shghtest appearance of a struggle,
although some blood flowed from his mouth.
Dr. Frank M. Brown was at once sum-
moned, but there was nothing that he or
any person else could do to restore life.
Mrs. Smiler was at that time at the wharf
watching the excursionists leave. Word
was sent to her that her husband was very
ill. She went to the Waverly, but was told
that she had better not ask to sec him there,
and to prepare for the worst, whereupon
she went home and soon heard of her
bereavement. Coroner Currie was sum-
moned, and after consultation with a few
persons decided to hold an inquest. A
jury was summoned consisting of S. A.
Purdie, W. Broderick, Jacob Hazeltoh, A.
G. Haslin, R. A. Nobles and Dow- Vandine.
The verdict was that the deceased came to
his death from the sudden rupture of a
blood vessel, which may have been caused
by pre-existing lung disease or it may have
been an aneurism which ruptured.

The body of tae deceased was subsequent-
ly removed to his residence on George street.
The funeral will take place to-morrow (Sun-
day) at 4.30 p. m. The Oddfellows will
march in procession, the deceased having
been a member of that order.

The deceased was son of the late Charles
P. Smiler and was fifty-three years of age.
He leaves a widow and one child. He had
many friends and when the exigencies of
the law led to his imprisonment for violation
of the Scott act, every one expressed much
sympathy for him, as he had entirely aban-
doned the sale of liquor after his conviction.
The truth, probably, is that to his imprison-
ment is to be attributed his death ; for the
strain upon him during the two months
appeared to be very great, and never a strong
man he was not able to bear up under it.
He was by trade a painter, but owing to
poor health had not been able to follow it
for some years. Mrs, Smiler and her son
receive universal sympathy. Mr. Smiler is
understood to have carried considerable life
insurance.

TWO INVISIBLE TRAMPS.

FREDERICTON TAKES A FULL HAND.

ROBERTS’' CLOSE CALL.

Now You See Them, Now You Don't.

Two desperadoes committed burglary at
Bloomfield, King’s- Co.,a little over a week
ago, and when constable Charlg§ Sheck and
another went to arrest them they shot
Sheck, inflicting a serious if not fatal wound
and escaped. A description of the scound-
rels was sent to all the stations on the I. C.
R., and a lively chase began. They were
seen to enter St. John by the Marsh road
about the time King’s county was being
ransacked for them ; and the next heard of
them was from driver Campbell of the N. B.
R. who, says the Sun, reported to sergeant
Watson, on duty at the I. C. R. depot, that
when coming along about one mile this
side of Westfield station he saw two men
walking along the track answering in every
particular to the men.

The sergeant immediately proceeded to
the central police station and gave infor-
mation to chief of police Clark. Fifteen
minutes later the chief, with officer Baxter,
was on his way to Westfield in a light
wagon. The road was somewhat heavy,
but good headway was made, and before
five o’clock Westfield was reached.

The horse was put up and after making
inquiries the chief, who was in plain clothes,
and Baxter proceeded along the line of rail
way on foot in the direction of Welsford.
They had net gone very far when two men
were seen & short distance ahead.

The chief and officer Baxter quickened
their steps, and when a few yards away the
chief hailed the men. They madenoanswer
but put on a more rapid gait.
and Baxter started to run, the former at the
same time calling upon the men to halt or
he would fire on them. The two men
started on the run and the chief drew his
revolver and fired. At the first shot the
men left the track’ and the chief fired two
more shots after them in rapid succession,
but they were off into the woods in an
instant and in a brief time all trace of them
was lost. :

The firing of the pistol shots was heard by
people living in the neighborhood and the
news soon spread around that the burglars
were in the vicinity. Soon after this chief
Clark and officer Baxter returned to West-
field where the inhabitants had congregated
to listen to the chief’s story of his pursuit of
the burglars.

Persons arriving on the accommodation
train report great excitement at Westfield
over the presence of the burglars in the lo-
cality.

In obedience to a telegram from the chief
of police, officers Evans and McKie left on
the Fredericton express and are now at
Fredericton Junction to head the men off in
case they strike into that place by rail.

Sheriff Freeze, of Sussex, arrived by the
I. C. R. fast express, and left on the Canadian
Pacific express train fifteen minutes later
for Westfield in consequence of haying re-
ceived the following despatch :

WeEstrIELD, July 8.
“ Sheriff Freeze, Sussex : ‘

Come on. The burglars are around here.
I sighted them thisafternoon and fired three
shots at them, but they escaped to the woods-

Sheriff Freeze in reply to an inquiry
touching the condition of Charles Sheck,
said he left the man’s house at nine o’clock
and he was still alive. He was gradually
sinking and his death at almost any moment
would not be unexpected.

Capt. Rawlings and detective Ring, who
left in a team from Hamm’s stable on Mon-
day returned late Tuesday night satisfied
that if the men ever were in the vicinity of
Rothesay, or Hampton, they had left it be-
fore Monday. They searched every place
between St. John and Hampton where the
men were likely to hide, and made many
inquires, but could get no trace of them.

It would appear that the two men officer
Smith saw Monday morning in the vicinity
of the Marsh bridge are the two men wanted.

The same men were seen in Fairville, South
Bay and other places and there is no doubt
they walked across the city and made their
way to Fairville and proceeded along on the
line of railway.

Early in the morning word was received
that the desperadoes had got out of the
so-called cordon of police which had been
thrown around them and were making
their way up the Nerepis road. - Officers
Baxter and Evans started in purstit with a
team, and the chief of police wired to Fred-
ericton to marshall Roberts to be on the
look out for them. Roberts and sergeant
Vandine, about six o’clock, went down to
the Victoria Mills to see if the game was in
sight, and met them coming towards the
city. On finding their movements observed
the men made towards the railway track.
Roberts and Vandine started in pur~
suit, making an effort to cut them off.
Roberts drew near the men as they were
emerging from between two of the houses,
and the moment they saw him one of the
men drew his pistol and began to shoot.
