SIXTY-SEVEN DROWNED.

The Reésult of the Collision off Barnegat
on Thursday Night.

New York, Nov.1.— At 8 o'clock this
afternoon the list of those rescued after
the collision of the Spanish steamer
Vizcaya and the schooner Hargrayes foots
up 42, thus leaving 67 persons missing.
From accounts given by First Mate Perring
and Second Mate Walker of the Hargraves,
it is apparent that the Vizcaya was to
blame for the collision. They say that
their lights were in their places, and that
a flare was burned to show the Spaniard
that a sailingvessel was approaching, but
the steamer’s course was not changed un-
til too late. The Hargraves struck the
steamer amidships, and very soon both
vessels went down. Many of the Vizcaya’s
people rushed on board the Hargraves,
but they found there a poor refuge.

A peculiarly pathetic incident is thusre-
lated by Mate Walk : —

“ There were ten of us on the Hargaves,
all told. For a moment I did not know
what to do. Isawmy comrades mounting
the rigging with a crowd of Spaniards at
their heels. . I felt the schooner sinking
and fearing that she would be submerged;
masts and all, I grabbed a big gang plank
and jumped overboard with it. I went
under water and when I arose to the sur-
face again men were jumping off the
schooner into the water all around me.
Finally I counted thirteen ot the Vizcaya’s
people clinging to the gang plank with
me. One was a gentle-faced Spanish lad
about sixteen years old. The sea was
quite calm, but there was a heavy, long
swell. . 'We were all sitting astraddle of
the gangplank. Suddenly an extra heavy
sea turned our frail raft bottom up and we
all went over with it. Down into the
water I went, feeling arms and legs kick-
ing all about me. When I got to the surface
again I climbed back on the plank and
then, one by one, the others came back
until I counted seven. A minute later
another big wave washed us all over again.
When I got back to the gangplank there
were only five of us all told. One of these
was the handsome Spanish lad. He could
speak a little English and he had great
nerve. ‘Our chances are mighty thin,” he
said to me. I acquiesced and he continu-
ed, ‘Every time the old gangplank turns
over I grow weaker and weaker. I don’t
think I can last much longer” ‘Well, I
guess we all have got to go,” I told him,
’but let us hold on as long as we can.
When we go under hold your breath, don’t
swallow the salt water” *I don’t know
how long I can live, but I will live aslong
as I can, the poor lad returned, smiling
sweetly, and a few minutes later his head
fell forward on the board. Itried to work
my way up to him, but before I could
reach him he gave a great choking soband
rolled over into the deep. He seemed to
sink like lead. There were only four of
us left. I could see that the others could
not last long. They were in the water,
hanging to the gangplank with their hands
and arms, too exhausted to climb astraddle
of it. Their heads lay on the board, and
only for the convulsive tightening of their
arms when the sea washad over them I
would have thought they were dead. One
by one they slipped quietly oft and drown-
ed. I was left alone before 9 o’clock. The
moon arose about that time and you can-
not imagine the terrible feeling of fear
despair that took possession of me. I had
to battle with myself all the time to keep
from giving up and sliding away ; intense
quiet reigned. Where at first there was
an endless chorus of screams and prayers
for help, there was now nothing but silence
and I felt that my mind was going.”

Walker and others were saved by the
pilot boat Charles H. Marshall.

PHILADELPHIA, Nov. 1.— Second Mate
Perring, of the schooner Hargreaves, said
here to-night that the steamer Vizcaya
was to blame for the collision. The steam-
er paid no attention to the schooner’slight
or steam whistle, but kept on her course
when she should have given the schooner
right of way. The steamer did not seem
to notice the schooner until the latter was
almost upon her. :

MUSINGS ON MONKEYS.

Monkeys are brighter than they look,
and strange stories come from Africa of
their ways and their tricks and their man-
ners. People who have been accustomed
to try to floor the evolutionists with the
question, “ Did any one éver see a monkey
evoluting ?” may now be answered, “Yes.”
There are chimpanzees in remote African
forests which are acquiring human quali-
ties and developing reasoning faculties, if
we are to believe travelers’ tales, with all
the facility and dispatch to be expected
under the circumstances of their environ-
ment. When the missionary societies
take note of the rudimentary soul of the
chimpanzee and seek to enlarge the
mental horizon of the most benighted
ourang-outangs, we may learn strange
things of which we do not now dream, of
the powers and possibilities of these for-
lorn elder brothers, so to speak, of the
human race, brought up without the later
branches’ advantages. Nearly every one
who has ever frequented a circus or zoo-
logical garden has been visited with the
sudden startled sense of kinship which
came to the small boy who declared :
“ That monkey knows me, and is trying
to make me remember him.” Stanley
quotes Emin Pagha in the following re-
markable statement which we give in
evidence :

“The forest of Meongwa is infested with
a large tribe of chimpanzees. In summer
time, at night, they frequently visit the
plantations of Mswa station to steal the
fruit. But what is remarkable about this
is the fact that they use torches to light
the way! Had I not witnessed this ex-
traordinary spectacle personally I should
never have credited that any of the
Simians understood the art of making
fire.”

From torch-lighting to gunning is a
short step in evolution, aud the intelligent
ape that guards an African railway cross-
ing—told for fact in “ Nature ”— may be
a type of a class in the future. Basolow,
the young African student, in his. lately
published “Story of an African Prince,”
tells an old black hunter’s story, which
out-Ingomars Ingomar. An African prin-
cess who was lost in the forest tamed a
savage gorilla chief and led him captive to
her sweet will, so that when a band .of
her own people stumbled upon a gorilla
neighborhood she was able to persuade
the gorilla not to summon his awful
crowd to tear the blacks to bits. As for
herself, she preferred to stay and rule in
the forest. Of course, she never wrote a
book on the home life of the gorilla
women, and if she had, being a proud
princess, she would probably never have
subscribed to the evolutionist doctrine
that they were but a little lower than the
low tribe from which she sprung. At all
events, she preferred to be a queen in the
forest rather than a princess on the up-

lands, and who can tell what contributions
to science may be made by her remote
descendants ?

AT THE BOTTOM OF THE SEA.

At the depth of about 3500 feet waves
are now felt. The temperature is the same;
varying only a trifle from the ice of the
pole to the burning sun of the equator. A
mile down, the water has a pressure of
over a ton to the square inch. If a box of
six feet wide were filled with sea water
and allowed fo evaporate under the sun,
there would be two inches of salt left on
the bottom. Taking the average depth of
the ocean to be three miles, there would
be a layer of pure salt 230 feet thick on
the bed of the Atlantic. The water is
colder at the bottom than at the surface.
In many bays on the coast of Norway the
water often freezes at the bottom before
it does above.

Waves are very deceptive. To look at
them in a storm one would think the
water traveled. The water stays in the
same place, but the motion goes on. Some-
times in storms these waves are 40 feet
high and travel 50 miles an hour — more
than twice as fast as the swiftest steam_
ship. The distance from valley to valley
is generally 15 times the height, hence a
‘whve 5 feet high will extend over 75 feet
.of water. The force of sea dashing on
Bell Rock is said to be 17 tons for each
square yard. :

Evaporation ig a wonderful power in
drawing the water from the sea. Every
year a layerof the entire sea, 14 feet thick,
is taken up into the clouds. The winds
bear their burden into the land and the
water comes down in rain upon the fields,
to flow back at last through rivers. The
depth of the sea presentsan interesting
problem. If the Atlantic were lowered
from 6564 feet, the distance from shore to
shore would be half as great, or 1500 miles.
If lowered a little more than three miles,
say 19,680 feet, there would be a road of
dry land from Newfoundland to Ireland.
This is the plain on which the great At-
lantic cables were laid. The Mediter-
ranean is comparatively shallow. A dry-
ingup of 660 feet would leave three dif-
ferent seas and Africa would be joined
with Italy.

The British Channel is more like a
pond, which .accounts for its choppy
waves. It has been found difficult to get
the correct soundings of the Atlantic. A
midshipman of the navy overcame the
difficulty, and a shot weighing thirty
pounds carries down the line. A hole is
bored through the sinker, through which
a rod of iron is passed, moving easily
back and forth. In the end of the bar a
cup is dug out and the inside coated
with lard. The bar is made fast to the
line and a sling holds the shot on.
When the bar, which extends below
the ball, touches the earth, the sling un-
hooks and the shot slides off. The lard
in theend of the bar holds [some of the
sand, or whatever may be on the bottom,
and a drop shuts over the cup to keep the
sand in. When the ground is reached a
shock is felt as if an electric current had
passed through the line.

PROF. KOCH'S CONSUMPTION
CURE.

Prof. Koch of Berlin, refuses to say more
on the subject of his discovery of the cure
for consumption than has been published
in the National Zeitung. No further par-
ticulars are obtainable except that metallic
salts are used in the preparation of the
lymph. The lymph, having killed the
baccilus, acts as a medium to reestablish
the patient’s health by its inheritent heal-
ing powers, and also fortifies him against
the further invasion of the baccilus. The
lymph is obtained by a long and extreme-
ly difficult process at great cost, and the
cure will therefore be available only for
the wealthy, if the remedy is not bought
by the governments of the different coun-
tries for the general benefit of humanity.
It is expected that long standing cases of
lung consumption cannot be cured by the
invention, as’ in such cases other parasites
beside the tuberculosis baccilus eat their
way into the lung, while Prof. Koch’s
lymph only kills the baccilus proper. But
it kills it immediately and stops the pro-
cess of consumption. Prof. Koch refuses
to answer any questions, as they interfere
with the progress of his experiments. The
doctors who have seen it working declare
that the new invention is superior to
the discovery of chloroform. Prof. Koch is
making experiments at the present time
in Prof. Senator’s ward of the charity hos-
pital in this city on slight cases of con-
sumption. The patients have signed
papers declaring they will uudergo the
treatment of their own free will without
holding Prof. Koch responsible if the re-
sults should unfortunately prove fatal.
The professor has one assistant, who is
bound by oath not to breathe to anyone
the slizhtest information of anything he
sees or hears. From a reliable source a
reporter learns that the great difference in
the lymph used to fight smallpox and
that used in the battle against consump-
tion is that Prof. Koch inoculates only
persons who are already strickenwith
phthisis. This fact proves that it is not
a preventative as the smallpox lymph is.
The celebrated Prof: Leiken is the only
person in Koch’s confidence, and has the
very greatest hope of the discovery He
said that Prof. Koch would have remained
gilent if his success were not assured. Prof.
Koch will announce his invention by
means of an illustrated lecture, which
will soon be delivered before the medical
society.

The excitement over the abolition of
the separate schools in Manitoba is wax-
ing warm. In an application to quash a
city byelaw for the collection of school
taxes, heard before Judge Killam, counsel
for the Roman Catholics attempted to
show that the recent school legislation
was unconstitutional. Attorney general
Martin appeared in person, and made out
a strong case for the province. He cited
the New Brunswick case in support of his
argument. The general opinion of the
large number of lawyers who heard his
argument is that it was incontrovertible.
He filed ‘an affidavit from Rev. Prof.
Bryce, setting out that the Presbyterians
are the most numerous in Manitoba, and
that it is their firm belief that the Public
school system will produce a moral, re-
ligious and intelligent people. Alexander
Polson and John Sutherland, old settlers,
made affidavit that the schools existing
prior to Manitoba entering Confederation
were purely privateschools. Their affida-
vits were filed to offset one made by Arch-
bishop Tache, - setting out quite the con-
trary. The judgment in the case will be
looked forward to with great interest, as
the present case is undoubtedly a test of
the constitutionality of the recent school
legislation.

HOW FLIES DIE.

Like many other insects house-flies are
subject to the attacks of a parasitic fungus
which destroys great numbers of them, es-
pecially towards the end of autumn. We
sometimes see the corpses of such as have
met this fate glued to the window-panes
in the attitude of life, with legs widely
spread and wings raised asif in prepara-
tion for flight, but with a white halo on
the glass all around them and with bodies
pale, unhealthy looking and distended.
The spores of the fungus, which are ex-
cessively minute and are present in the
air, are carried against the fly’s body,
and such as strike its under surface may
become adherent, when each spore sends
out a long tubular projection, which pene-
trates the skin and enters the body.
Once there its host’s doom is certain, for
it meets with suitable nourishment in the
shape of the fluids of the fly’s. body, by
aid of which it will speedily propagate it-
self until its victim, drained of its life sup-
port, finally succumbs. The thread-like
tube first produces a series of detached,
rounded bodies, something like the cell of
the yeast plant. These cells, which have
an indefinite power of self-multiplication,
are carried by the blood to all parts of
the body, and thus the disease spreads.
They, in their turn, give rise to 2 number
of branching tubular threads, similar to
those of the earlier stage, which in pro-
cess of time penetrate the skin. Each
thread_which thus makes its appearance
outside gives rise to a sort of head, which
contains spores like those with which the
series started. These are cast off with
considerable force, and multitudes of them
no doubt perish, while others are ultimate-
ly wafted against the bodies of other flies,
to deal destruction among them as among
their predecessors. The particular species |
of fungus which makes havoc with the
house-flies is called Empusa muscse, and
is one of a group which are distinguished
by their habit of subsisting upon living
insects. The maturation of the fungus in-
volves the death of the fly, the fluids of
whose body serve as food for the parasite.
Under its attack the fly becomes gradu-
ally feebler, and finally quite enable to
move, and then the viscid secretion from
the pads on the feet hardens and glues
the insects to the surface to which it is
clinging, while the fungus spreads round
it and leaves some of its spores adhering
to form the halo above described.

THE WOODSTOCK MURDERER.

‘Wooubsrock, Ont., Nov. 3. —If the public
know much more about the gaol life of J.
Rex Birchall, it will not be the fault of
the inspector of prisons. He was here
on Saturday and stirred the gaol
officials up. He directed that hereafter
no reporter shall be allowed into the gaol
so long as Birchall is there and no manu-
seript is to be allowed to pass from the
prisoner to any newspaper or newspaper
representative. Mr. Cameron, the gaoler,
declared that he will enforce the order
rigorously, and refuse admission to every
reporter who presents himself. This
regulation applies of course to the manu-
script of Birchall’s autobigraphy, a portion
of which the prisoner hasstill to get off his
hands. Whether or not Mr. Cameron is
responsible for supplying any of the infor-
mation published in the newspapers, he
is apparently held responsible, for the in-
spector has directed that after this all
mail matter for and from Birchall shall
pass through the hands of the crown at-
torney instead of the gaoler.

Loxpon, Nov. 8.—The reports cabled
here respecting the petition in Birchall’s
favor being largely signed by prominent
men in England are quite unfounded. The
only petitions sent from here emanated
from Birchall’s old friends and neighbors
in Lancashire, Berkshire and elsewhere.

OrtAawa, Nov. 3.— The petition to Lord
Stanley for the commutation of the sent-
ence of Rex Birchall reached Ottawa from
England to-day. It doesnot contain more
than two hundred signatures. The peti-
tion was immediately laid before Sir John
Thompson, minister of justice. The names
of titled individuals do not appear on the
list, and the handwriting in many in-
stances is apparently the same. The
signers include Rev.J. Walker, M. A,
Rector of Easton, Hastings ; the Dean of
Nairn, and Rev. Geo. W. Spooner, B. A.,
Vicar of Ingarsham, Wilts. The Mon-
treal petition in favor of the prisoner also
arrived here to-day.

BOSTON MARKETS.

Burrer — The market remains in the
same firm position as last reported. Fine
table grades are in small supply and have
a good request, with prices tending
higher. There are no accumulations of
the lower grades to speak of. The gen-
eral demand is quiet. We quote: Extra
to fancy western creamery, soft wood,
25 to 26c; hard wood, 22 to 24c; firsts
and extra firsts, 18 to 20c; extra to choice
northern creamery, 25 to 26}c; firsts and
extra firsts, 21 to 24c; eastern creamery,
fair to good, 20 to 24c; extra imitation
creamery, 18 to 20c; common, 14 to 16¢c;
June creamery, 20 to 22c ; ladle-packed,
13 to 15¢c; northern dairy, choice, 20 to
23c; common, 14 to 18c. These quota-
tions are receivers’ prices for wholesale
lots.

CHEESE - The demand is not very active,
but a fair amount is being sold. The
stocks are not large. Prices are steady
with sales being made in small lots. We
quote: Western, 9 to 10c ; northern, 9}
to 103c; twins, 103 to 1llc; sage, 103c;
jobbing prices higher.

Eces —There is not much change to
report in the market. Prices are steady
and it looks as if the top had been reached
for the present. Choice fresh laid eggs
are in small supply, but there are plenty
of held eggs here. Trade is quiet. We
quote: Near-by, 30c; eastern extras, 26
to 27c¢; western, 24 to 25¢ ; Michigan, 26¢c;
Canadian, 25c; Islands, 25¢; Nova Scotia
and New Brunswick, 25 to 26c; held eggs,
20 to 23c.

Pourrry — A fair demand is reported
for northern and eastern fresh-killed lots,
some fancy light turkeys selling as high
as 22c, but most lots sell at about 20c.
The supply is ample for the demand.
Western fresh packed poultry is in small
supply and not very active. Iced lots are
doing better. The supply is not so large
and more of a demand is reported. The
arrivals are also in better condition. We
quote: Fresh-killed northern and eastern
chickens, fancy, 20c; choice, 17 to 18c;
fair to good, 14 to 16¢ ; turkeys, 20 to 22c;
fowls, 13 to 15¢; green ducks, 11 to 14c;
western iced spring chickens, 10 to 1lc;
turkeys, 16 to 17c; iced-packed fowls,
choice, 10 to 11c; dry packed turkeys, 15 to
17c; chickens, 11 to 11c; fowls, 11 to 13c;
old cocks, 7c. Live fowls are steady at 8
to 9¢, with chickens at 8 to 9c.

Porators —The market is in a good
healthy position. A good amount is ar-
riving and all choice lots have a steady
sale. Prices are firm. We quote: New
Hampshire Rose and Hebrons, 75¢ per
bushel ; Vermont Rose and Hebrons, 75¢ ;
Vermont and New York Burbanks, 75c;
Maine Rose and Hebrons, $2.25 per bbl ;
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick Rose
and Hebrons, $2.25 per bbl; Houlton
Rose, 70 to 75c per bushel; Houlton
Hebrons, 83 to 85¢ per bushel ; Aroostock
Hebrons, 80 to 83c per bushel.

DUELS IN ITALY.

Statistics have been published concern-
ing the duels fought in Italy during the
decade from 1879 to 1889. - Of course the
list is not complete, as many contests took
place that were not duly reported. Never-
theless we have before us full details con-
cerning 2700 duels which took place in
Italy at the period mentioned. Of this
number ninety-five per cent. were fought
with swords and rapiers, six per cent.
with pistols and only one with revolvers.
Strange to say, no less than 3901 wounds
were inflicted, so that several combatants
must kave been wounded more than once
and occasionally both combatants were
hurt. Of these wounds 1066 are estimated
as serious and fifty proved fatal. Thus
less than two per cent. of the combatants
were killed. The danger of death is,
therefore, not very serious; one man in
fifty or sixty may be killed.

In analysing the causes of these en-
counters, it was found that thirty per
cent. arose from political divergencies of
opinion and newspaper articles concern-
ing the same, eight per cent. only of the
duels were fought in consequence of some
serious insult, but ten per cent. arose out
of discussions on religious topics, and
nineteen per cent. from quarrels over
cards and other games. It isalsoa curious
fact that the number of duels is five times
greater in summer than in winter —a self-
evident proof that heataffects the temper ;
while in the lenten season there are
hardly any duels at all, which is, perhaps,
an argument in favor of fasting. Out of
100 duellists, it was ascertained that thirty
were military men, twenty-nine were
journalists, twelve were barristers, four
students, three professors, three engineers
and three members of parliament.

THE LATEST INVENTION IN GUNS.

It is reported that the Colts of Hart-
ford have bought the American rights to
the Giffard gun patents for $1,000,000.
The gun is simply a small tube of tough-
est steel; only nine inches in length,
charged with liquefied carbonic acid gas,
which is one of the most powerful pro-
pulsives known. It is fixed to the barrel
of the rifle in such a way that when the
trigger is pulled a drop of the liquefied
gas is forced into the breech of the gun
behind the bullet, where, instantaneously
resuming a gaseous condition, it develops
a force equal to 500 pounds pressure on
the square inch. The bullet is then ex-
pelled at any degree of velocity desired,
for the power can be increased or dimin-
ished by a simple turn of the screw,
There is no explosion, no smoke, no-re-
coil, no smell, no heat. A slight fizz like
the noise of a soda fountain, is the only
sound. It sends a bullet an immense dis-
tance, is not affected by heat or damp,

| and is so cheap that 125 bullets can be

fired at the cost of a cent.

A MISSION TO THE WEST INDIES.

The Dominion government, realizing
that the McKinley bill, so far as Canada
is concerned, is not a tentative measure,
has decided to inaugurate a vigorous trade
policy. After due consideration it was de-
cided that Hon. Geo. E. Foster, minister
of finance, should visit the West Indies
and see what could be done in the direc-
tion previously hinted at in the Star, of
developing closer trade relations with this
country. Accordingly Mr. Foster, ac-
companied by his private secretary, Mr.
8. J. Jenkins sailed from New York ex SS.
“Caribbee.” Mr. Foster will return in
time for the season of parliament.
He will be vested with considerable auth-
ority to see what can be done to negotiate
for closer relations. The Barbadoes will
then be visited. Afterwards the minister
will go as far south as Demerara in South
America, stopping ‘at Trinidad en route.
He will also visit Jamaica, the Bahamas,
Bermuda and probably Cuba.

Dr. Lone Cloud shot a large bear, which
measured 6 feet 4 inches at Ponhook lake
N. 8, last Friday. He sold the skin for
$20, secured the bounty for $8, and sent

the meat to Halifax for the officers’ mess.
