Mr. BLake spoke in parliament the other

Mr. Brake has been violently attacked

quite so soon. 

THERE is good authority for saying that 

the amount of money sent from St. John 
and Westmorland to aid Mr. Morrissey in 
his election was nearly enough to provide 
$5 per head for every man that voted for 
him. Not of course that his whole vote 
was bought, but this is a good way to ex- 

press the magnitude of the resources which 
were at his command. 

Every school boy has been told that 

America was fo called after Amerigo Ves- 
puci, and has wanted to thrash the impos- 
ter who stole from Columbus an honor 
which was his by every right. Now we 
are told that there never was an Amerigo 
Vespuci, and that America is a corruption 
of an old Indian name. ° It would be so 

satisfactory to believe this that the ex- 
planation will be accepted without much 

cavil, if it has a ghost of a leg to stand on. 

Hon. Mr. CrAPLEAU informed parlia- 

ment that he has “invited prayers to be 
addressed to Almighty in English in his 

own house.” One hardly knows how to 
characterize such an observation. There 

is something exquisite in one’s taking 
credit to himself for such a thing. It will 
hereafter be known in Heaven and earth 

that the secretary of state for Canada 

has no objection to the Almightly being 
addressed in Engligh. The public at large 
will breathe more freely for the know- 

ledge. 

It does not seem to be by any means 

settled that there will be a world’s fair to 

celebrate the fourth centennial of the dis- 
covery of America. Columbus was very 
thoughtless in selecting a presidential year 

for the performance of his great deed. To 
the majority of people it would not mat- 

ter a straw whether there was a presiden- 

tiul election while the fair is in progress; 
but the politicians think it might inter- 

fere with their plans, and as they can put 

off neither the centennial nor the election, 
the great anniversary may pass without 
the proposed recognition. 

A MEMBER of parliament has given notice 
of inquiry of the government whether or 

not some members of the civil service at 
Ottawa are not members of the Imperial 

Federation League. THRE HERALD takes no 
stock in the Federation idea, but if there 
is a parliamentary way of telling the -in- 

quisitive gentleman that it is none of hisor 
the government’s business how many of 
the officials are avowed Federationists, it 

is to be hoped it will be adopted. There is 
no more reason why a member of the civil 
service should not belong to a Federation 

league then why he should not goto a 
dancing school or join a Browning club. 

Waar folly it is for the Gleaner to pre- 

tend that the York election petition is not 

filed on Mr. Gregory’s behalf. Nobody be- 
lieves such a hollow pretence. Indeed the 

Gleaner gives away its own claim, for it 
gays that a committee of the opposition 
decided upon petitioning. Now as the 

head of the opposition, its body, brains 
and everything else in this county is Mr. 
Gregory, as it never sneezes until he 
takes snuff, the Gleaner’s admission exact- 
ly corroborates what THE HERALD said. 
The public are no more deceived by the 

Gleaner’s hairsplitting than by its pretence 

that Tee HEeraLp, in referring to Mr. 
Gregory’s business partner, meant that he 

had a partner in his law business. There- 
ference of course was to his partner in his 

drug business. 

THE only members of the assembly, 

elected after a contest, whose return is un- 

protested are the gentlemen fromNorthum- 
berland, Carleton, and Sunbury, and 
Messrs. Hannington and Melanson inWest- 

morland. There are protests against the 

four York members, the six from St. John, 
the two from Kent, the anember for Vic- 
toria, the two from Albert and Messrs. 

Stevens and Powell from Westmorland. In 

all seventeen members are petitioned 
against. Ten who were elected after a con- 

test will take their seats without a question 
being raised, as will the fourteen who were 
returned by acclamation. If all these peti- 
tions should prevail we will have some- 
thing very much like a general election 

next summer. It would be a mistake, 
however, to suppose these petitions were 
the result of an outburst of public virtue, 

or that their withdrawal would be a blow 
to the purity of elections. 

THE Gazette makes some ill-natured re- 
marks concerning Judge Steadman, whom 

it advises “to avoid all meddling in politi- 
cal matters and obey the orders of his sup- 
erior Judges.” Such an observation as this 

and the others relating to the Judge, we 

are not concerned about those referring 
to Mr. Ellis — which precede it in Tues- 
day’s edition of our contemporary, are ab- 

solutely uncalled forand in very bad taste. 
There is no gentleman upon the bench of 

the province, supreme or county court, 
who stands higher in public opinion than 
Judge Steadman. He is in no sense of the 
word a political partizan, which cannot be 

gaid of some of “his superior Judges,” 
though they may never allow their politi- 
cal feelings to sway their judgment. In 

legal knowledge and judicial capacity 
Judge Steadman is quite the peer of any. 
To this it may be added that it is not yet 

settled beyond question that he was not 
right in his interpretation of the election 
law. 

NORTHUMBERLAND’S VERDICT. 

As all well-informed persons expected, 
the Surveyor General was elected by a 
handsome majority over his opponent, Mr. 

Morrissey. It is not usual ‘to oppose a 
member of the government who offers for 
re-election, but the extreme bitterness of 

the opposition combination— it would not 
be correct tosay party—caused a departure 

from the rule in Hon. Mr. Tweedie’s case, 
The result is more gratifying to the gov- 

ernment and its friends than Mr. Tweedie’s 
re-election by acclamation would have 
been ; because it completely disposes of the 

pretence thatthe electers of Northumber- 
land are opposed to the g8Vernment on its 
whole policy and so declared at the gener- 

al election. Mr. Tweedie’s position is also 
greatly strengthened by the fact that he 

has been triumphant in a keenly fought 

contest. The opposition felt that the open- 

ing of Northumberland was their oppor- 

tunity. If they could gain a victory there, 

a fuller triumph would, they claimed, be 
certain when the legislature met. They 

would have found themselves reckoning 
without their host, but that is the way 

they looked atit. They believed they 
would win, hence they persuaded Mr. 

Morrissey to take the field, they backed 
him with money and oratory, they used 

every means legitimate and illegitimate in 

their power. It was a contest of their 
own seeking and they went into it to win, 

if winning were possible. But they lost. 
They were badly beaten. Their tactics in 
opposing Mr. Tweedie would have been 

good had they been successful, but since 
they were not they must be considered 

bad. It is their first assault upon the gov- 
ernment position and the result shows bad 
generalship and lack of strength. Their 

-position before the country is weaker than 
it was before they challenged this contest. 

On the other hand the government is bene- 

fited ; for an important constituency has in 
the most unmistakeable manner avowed 

its friendliness,—a constituency which the 
opposition claimed they had carried a few 

weeks ago.

THE DUAL LANGUAGE QUESTION. 

There isa good deal of fire somewhere 
under the smoke that has risen in parlia- 

ment during the last week over the dual 
language question. Nobody cares anything 
about the matter directly involved in Mc- 

Carthy’s bill. The Northwest can settle 

the matter in its own way and will not ask 
Parliament to intervene. Throughout On- 
tario there is a strong anti-French feeling. 
Down in this part of the Dominion we do 
not know anything about the strength 
which this hasattained there. It is areal 

Not only are the French numerically a 

very large part of the population, but they 

are yearly becoming better educated. 
Hence they will hold on to their rights as 
citizens with greater tenacity. And the 
right to speak his native language is in- 

separable from citizenship, as we under- 
stand it in British countries. If this is 
granted, the question whether there shall 

be more than one official language becomes 
one of expediency altogether. It may be 
fraught with dangers of all kinds; but 
what are you going to do about it? The 

danger will not be removed if parliament 
abolishes the use of French as an official 
language in all parts of Canada. The 
French and English elements of the popu- 
lation will not be harmonized by a process 
similar to taking a man by the throatand 

choking him. Our politicians are not deal- 
ing with what ought to have been, but 
with what is. The French are here and 

are here to stay. They naturally cherish 
their language, laws and religion just as 
English speaking Canadians cherish theirs, 

and are not any more disposed to-surrender 

them than we would be to surrender ours. 
The two elements of the population are 

united for better for worse, and unless the 
English are prepared to do as the Russians 
are doing in the Baltic provinces and the 
Germans in Alsace and Lorraine, they had 

better let things alone. Granting the most 
extreme position—that the French aim at 
establishing a distinct nationality. under 

the segis of the Roman Catholic church, 
again we ask : Whatare you going to do 
about it? They cannot be stopped by an 
act of parliament. 

THE SHORT LINE. 

Mayor Allen is in correspondence with 

Mr. Temple in regard to the Short Line 
and whether the proposed delegation shall 

go to Ottawa will depend, in some degree 

at least, upon what our representative 
thinks about the advisablity of such-a 
course. The citizens will endorse Mr. 

Allen’s observation that there is no object 
in sending a delegation unless a reasonable 
prospect exists of its doing some good. 
At the same time the government ought 
to be made aware that the people of 

Fredericton are very much in earnest in 
this matter and place the construction of 
the Short Line quite above party considera- 

tions. Mr. Temple will no doubt advise 
such a course as he thinks will accomplish 

the best results ; but if he is in any doubt 

the delegates had better go. In fact unless 
the matter is finally and absolutely settled 
against us they ought to go; for nothing 
will more clearly show the feeling of the 
citizens than the mere presence at Ottawa 
of a delegation. 
Attorney General Blair is at Ottawa 

and he will doubtless take an opportunity 

of looking into the question and of re- 
presenting how the people here feel in re- 

gard to it.

THERE is danger of a revolution in Portu-

yield. A republican rising in Portugal 

may mean the precipitation of the impend- 
ing conflct between democracy and im- 

perialism in Europe.

are ready to begin work when Congress 
gives the necessary sanction and that body 
awaits the report of the army officers as to

ional importance. The young Duke of 

Orleans celebrated his coming of age by 
returning to Paris contrary to the statute 
banishing the Orleans family.

A CHINESE EXECUTION. 

Dispatches from Shanghai give details of 
a wholesale execution of criminals recent- 

ly in Pekin. The condemned numbered 
fourteen, and were carried to the place of 
execution in wagons. They were dressed 

in red, their hands tied behind them and 

a heavy chain was fastened around their 
necks. They were indifferent as to their 

fate. At the place of execution an Imperi- 
al Commissioner read the decree of con- 

demnation. Nine of the prisoners were to 
be beheaded and five hanged. The former 

were placed in front of the place destined 
to receive their bodies. Their faces were 
painted red, their clothes were stripped 

from them and each one was forced to dig 

a grave for himself. The subsequent work 
of the executioner was speedy, and in a 

few moments the nine were beheaded and 
the five stranglel. The bodies of the lat- 
ter were stretched on the ground, and of- 
ficers pinned on each a large paper giving 

the name and crime of the condemned. 
Later the bodies were exposed to the 

prey of birds. An immense throng flock- 

ed to Pekin to witness the executions.

The Russian Government will commence

times. 

A Lisbon correspondent says many

The United States sqnadron landed 700 
men at Ville Franche for drill exercise, 
the Government having granted the per- 
mission which it declared it would refuse 

to any European fleet.

of the Extradition Treaty. 

A Berlin correspondent predicts that 
the electoral struggle in Germany will be 

very severe and that the Cartels party 
will lose the majority of the seats they 

held in the last Reichstag. 

The crew of a Manill barque have been 

picked up by a steamer in the China seas. 
They consisted of twelve men and two 
women, who had been without food or 

fresh water for twenty days. 

The Berlin Freisinnige Zeitung says that 
Prince Bismarck has ordered an inventory 

to be made of his personal effects in the 
palace or ministerial residence in the Wil- 
helmstrasse, in view of his resignation and 

retirement. 

Deputy United States Marshal Saunders 
has been shot from ambush and killed 
near Quincy, Fla., while on his way to 

arrest a negro for forging a postal order, 
and the authorities at Washington are 

considerably exercised over the matter. 

Four hundred thousand minersin Great 
Britain have decided to adhere to their 
demands for an increase of ten per cent in 
their wages. It is probable that they 
will strike. Should they do so the coal 
output will be decreased three quarters. 

Miss Susanna Warfield, the oldest res- 
ident of Carroll county, Maryland, has 

just died at her home near Sykesville, in 
her 95th year. The “grand inaugural 

march” rendered at the inauguration of 
President William Henry Harrison was 
composed by Miss Warfield. 

W. E. Irving, a druggist at Hamilton, 
Mo., received a telegram on Friday saying 
his store at Nettleton had been burned. 

Irving was warned by the temperance 
crusaders that something would happen 
if the indiscriminate sale of liquor at his 

store was not stopped. It is believed the 

crusaders fired the building. 

Dr. Nansen, the explorer, in a lecture 

‘here proposed to employ in polar search 
a ship constructed for this purpose and 

upon such a model that the ice pinch 
would lift and not crush her. In such a 

ship he would proceed to Behring sea and 
the new Siberian Islands, whence he 
thinks there is a current toward the North 

Pole. 
The British Government has secured 

the patent for new artillery weapon. Itis 

claimed that guns constructed on this 
principle are superior to any in present 
use in Europe, having an effective range 

of 6000 yards and firing three times more 
rapidly than the Armstrong gun. The 
inventors are two officers of the American 

navy named Driggs and Schroeber. The 
trials have been eminently satisfactory. 

A Macon, Ga., telegram says: Mac Taylor, 
a colored boy aged seven years, shot and 
killed his four-year-old brother and 

the house to pack cotton, leaving the elder 

to care for the younger child. Becoming 
tired of his charge, the elder brother took 
his uncle’s pistol and shot the four-year 
old in the back. The body of the dead 
child was found in the garden covered 
with sand and leaves.

himself. Jacob had several wives living 

and because a niece of Rogezinski refused 
him took revenge on the entire family. 

The fortune of the Duke de Montpensier, 

amounting to $8,000,000, is to be divided 
between his wife, his son Antonio and the 

Countess de Paris. The Duchess intends 
to retire to a convent and leave her 
splendid heritage to her two children An- 
tonio and Isabella. It is believed that the 

third share was left to the Countess de 

Paris with secret injunctions to devote it 
to restoring monarchy in France of which 
the first step is the escapade of the Duc 

d'Orleans. 

When the P. and O. Company’s steam- 
ship “Victoria,” homeward bound from 

Australia, was between Colombo and Aden 
a male passenger leaped overboard. The 
engines were reversed and a boat was 
ordered to be lowered. As the erew
