Death of Mrs. Bridges.

On Sunday morning last Mrs. J. H.

Dayton,
foreman. Dr.and Mary Bridges were ex-
amined and from their evidence it appeared
that deceased was in good health and spirits
on Sunday evening. She had performed
her - household duties in the usual way.
They had noticed nothing strange about her,
and was in her usual health before the wit-
nesses departed for the Kirk.

After the inquest Drs. Coulthard and
Coburn proceeded to hold a post mortem
examination of the body, and as a result the
jury on Tuesday afternoon last returned a
verdict to the effect that death had been
caused by strychnine, which had been taken
by deceased while in a fit of despondency.

The affair caused great excitement at St.
Mafy’s an@l the funeral on Wednesday last
was largely attended. The Rev. A. J.
Mowatt performed the ceremony at the
residence of the deceased. The remains
were afterwards removed to Upper Gage-
town, and interred in the Baptist cemetry at
that place.
