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THE EXHIBITION.

The St. John exhibition is in many
respects very successful. It is unique in
one particular, namely, that it is repre-
sentative of the products of the British
possessions in America to a degree that no
previous affair of the kind in this province
ever has been. From Trinidad to British
Columbia is a long distance, but both
these points and nearly every inter-
mediate one are represented, very many
of the articles being of extreme interest.
This display of agricultural produce,

though not very large, is good and more.

than usually interesting. In manufac-
tures there is a very fine showing. Indeed
the display at the exhibition buildings is
well worth going to sce. Prominent
among the feature is the educational
exhibit, which shows a variety of work
and very gratifying proficiency. A very
attractive program has been arranged in
connection with the exhibition, and those
who have not already attended from this
city will find it to their advantage to do
80. :
Very much cannot be said of the live
stock exhibit. The quality is good
enough, and the showing of Holstein cat-
tle is a new and very interesting feature,
but on the whole the collection is not
what ought to have been got together,
and is not very creditable to the province.
Two very great errors have been made in
connection with this part of the exhibi-
tion. It was located in the wrong place,
for few people care to drive or go out by
rail three miles to see a cattle show. In
the second place it is kept open for too
many days. The exhibit would have
been three or four times as large, and in-
finitely more interesting if farmers and
stock raisers could have got away during
the first week of the cxhibition. Of
course there is much that is montonous
on the show grounds. Reference has
already been made to the Holstiens, the
Red Polls and the Aberdeen Angus ought
also to be spoken of, and in another
article mention is made of the horses.
The lesson of this failure, for failure the
live stock part of the show must be called,
is that the wishes and convenience of
intending exhibitors must be consulted.

But while we speak thus strongly on
this point, we desire to repeat what we
said about the exhibition proper, which
is really very interesting. Many columns
might be filled with descriptions of the
articles shown ; but the best way to do is
to advise those who have not yet taken
the affair in to do so. They will be fully
repaid, and they need not be alarmed at
the absurd stories told by the St. John
papers dbout the city being full to over-
flowing with strangers, for all who come
will be well taken care of.

BOSSISM.

“Bossism” is a bad thing, but the
tendency of politics in the  United States
is in that direction. In the schools, a
quarter of a ceatury and more ago, we
used to be told that the tendency in all
republics was towards imperialism, and
there are people nowadays who are look-
ing for “the man on horseback ” to ap-
pear in all democratic countries and set
up an empire. Our neighbors seem to
have been able to keep back imperialism,
but they meekly bow their necks to
the “ bosses.” New York, for example,
acknowledges the sway of Richard Croker.
And if you ask, who is Richard Croker,
what has he done, to what high honors
has the popular voice elevated him? The
answer will simply be “nil.” Richard
Croker is mnothing ‘except a political
“boss;” he has done nothing except to
fill some minor civic offices; the electorate
have selected him for no position of honor
and trust; but he is chief of tammany,
and as such is regarded as the veritable
ruler of the great metropolis. “Croker
has not spoken ” say the ward politicians,
when asked who is to be the next mayor.
Richard Croker is not a rich man, nora
distinguished manin sny way. He began
life as a workman in a machine shop ; has
been engineer of a steam fire engine, and,
as has already been said, has filled sundry
minor positions in the city service.

Brooklyn is ruled by a “boss,” whose
name is McLaughlan. He like Croker
has done nothing, and has been selected
by the electorate for no position, but he
manages to “boss” things in the city
where he lives. He hasa business. He is
a leather-dealer or something of that sort
in a small way, and sitting in his store
dictates to the politicians of the “city of
churches” what they shall do and what
they shall leave undone. :

At Washington “ — bossism” finds its
apostle in the person of speaker Reed,
under whose rule legislation is fast be-
coming a farce. He locks members in the
house to make up a quorum ; though he
does not always succeed in keeping them
in, as witness the other day when repre-
sentative Kilgore, of Texas, kicked down
one of the doors, so that he and some
fellow democrats might escape into the
lobby. He gags debate, and generally
rules the national house of representatives
with a rod of iron. The result is that
that body is losing its respectability with
the utmost rapidity. Inone week there
were several pugilistic encounters between
members.

In Canada we have the rule of the
political boss exemplified in the case of
Sir John Macdonald, although it is fair to
say that he has behind him all the sanc-
tion that repeated verdicts at the polls
can give. ’
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AN ANNEXATION ADVOCATE.

The Quebec Telegraph is not a very
widely known sheet and to look at it one
would not think it very influential, or that
it represented anybody in particular. Its
leanings in dominion politics are con-
servative, and it has “a kink in its neck”
towards Mercier in local matters. Lately
the Telegraph has%received a good deal of
notice because it has come out flat-footed
for annexation. It wants “the cloak
thrown off” and the matter discussed on
its merits. So far as we know no one has
the least objection to such a course. If any
man or newspaper thinks this country
would be benefitted by annexation, there
is no law to prevent him or it, as the case
may be, from saying so; but we protest
against any statement in regard to the
matter, which represents the people as at
heart desiring annexation, but restrained
in some way from saying so. A few
people in the country want annexations
but they are very few, which is shown by
the fact that it has remained for an ob-
scure paper like the Telegraph to be the
first to declare in favor of such a step.
The people of Canada are by no means
satisfied that annexation is a desirable
step, and even many who admit it would
possess great advantages are not disposed

to aid in bringing it about. It will take
a good deal to make annexation a live
issue in this country. The McK inley
bill won’t do it.

WHAT WILL ITS FUTURE BE?

While Americans are speculating as to
what they will do with the negro popula-
tion, a roview writer in England comes
forward with the question: What will the
negroes do with us? He does not ask
itin so many words; but he discusses the
future of the black race in such a manner
as to suggest this question. He thinks
that the Caucasian race has about reached
the limit of its development mentally,
morally and physically in Europe, and
that America is simply a sort of overflow
reservoir from which no permanent ad-
vance can be expected. = The whites, are,
according to this writer, to occupy ina
not very remote future, much the same
position relative to the dormant race as
the yellow and light brown races do to
the white to-day, while the blacks are to
come to the front with the highest type
of civilization yet witnessed. Whether
they are to come to maturity and be suc-
ceeded by another race, we are not told.
Perhaps to imagine a Congo negro ele-
vated to the summit of mental, moral and
material progress, and endeavoring in vain
to raise the Englishman or the American
up to his own high estate, is all that can
be reasonably expected of any individual

at once. In this connection it may be

mentioned that some delver into the
legendary lore of Africa some years ago
uncarthed the tradition ofa promise given
to the black people centvries ago that in
the fulness of time they would surpass all
the dwellers of the earth in refinement,
prowess and wealth. This hope is said to
be yet alive among those whose business
it is in the various tribes to preserve the
tribal traditions and it was said to be al-
most universally accepted. While such
suggestions and traditions are of no value
except as curiosities, it cannot be denied
that the future of the black race isa theme
of great interest, and one that admits of
remarkable possibilities. ~If we may
judge by the past, however, its future
progress will be very slow, for in many
centuries of contact civilizution was unable
to appreciably affect the native African
races. One might sk, by the way, what
races European civilization has affected in
any way except injuriously ?

IMPORTANT IF TRUE.

Prof. Hirsch, of Chicago, announces that
he has discovered and perfected a process
of reducing metalic aluminum from com-
mon clay at a cost of only a few cents per
pound. He has already made a ton of it
and is getting together the plant necessary
to unable him to turn out a ton per week.
He says that he has contracted to supply
the inventor of the Thompson parlor car
with sufficient of the metal to make two
cars. It is not easy to over estimate the
importances of this discovery, if what is
claimed of it is true. If clay, which con-
tains from ten to fifty per cent. aluminum
according to its purity, can be made to
yield this metal at a cost less than that of
iron, we are on the threshold of a new
era. While it is as strong as iron highly
malleable and almost imperishable, alum-
inum is very light. Buildings could be
constructed of it for it could be used for
every purpoce that wood is now used,and
they would be incombustible. Ships built
ofit would be unsinkable. Balloons made

of it would never collapse. The weight of |

railway trains built of it would be triflying
as compared with our present trains, and
light electric motors would drag them up
steep grades One can scarcely mention a
department of life which this metal would
not fit most admirably. If the close of the
nineteenth century is to witness the pro-
duction of aluminum at a trifying cost, we
may as well stop speculating at once upon
the possibilities of the twentieth century.
Mailed armies will once more take the field,
for a suit of aluminum will not weigh much
more than an ordinary uniform, and could
be made bullet-proof without being cum-
brous. The goldiers would carry aluminum
guns. All American fortifications would
guard the coasts, but why go on? As
has been said, there is scarcely a use to
which wood and iron are now applied that
this metal cannot be satisfactorily applied.
The only reason its use has not been
universal is its great cost. Hence intense
interest attaches to Prof. Hirsch’s alleged
discovery.

TIME TO STOP IT.

Prince George of Wales is none the
worse for the story telegraphed to the
New York papers from Montreal to the
effect that he and two companions had a
lively fight with some roughs, in which
the prince came off decidedly the best.
It was a story that rather pleased people,
for it attributed to the young man’s
qualities which he no doubt possesses,
and are dear to every English heart,
namely, pluck and pugilistic skill. It is
almost a pity that it was not trce. Never-
theless the persecution of the sender of
the false despatch is a good slip. There
is altogether too much of this soit of thing
done. Abominable stories of every sort
and description are wired from Canada to
the New York press, but the principal
kind are those, which represent this
country as in a state of political turmoil
and commercial collapse. Nor are certain
writers for American periodicals free from
the same culpability. They know that
to represent the condition of things in the
dominion as on the verge of a break of
some kind is to please the average Ameri-
can, who would be quite well pleased to
see the attempt to establish a possible
rival power on this continent end in
failure. Said a gentleman not long since
“ You can sell almost anything you write
in certain quarters provided they repre-
sent Canada as ripe to drop into the
great maw of the republic.” And so these
writers referred to magnify all our defects
and belittle our advantages. This is a
poor sort of business, a very poor sort of
business indeed, and while the punish-
ment of the Montreal falsifier will not
stop it, there is some satisfaction in
knowing that one of the miserable tribe
is on a fair way of getting what he de-
serves.

_ It is not conceivable that the editorial
in the Gleaner which attributes to Edward
Jack a statement that the letter, which
appeared in THE HErALD last week over
his signature was not his, can be true.
Mr. Jack gave the letter to one of THE
Herawp staff. It was written by Mr.
Jack himself, was addressed to the editor
of Tue HErALD, was written for the pur-
pose of being used as a letter from him,
and though not signed, would have been
meaningless without his signature, and it
was distinctly understood that the letter
was to be published as a communication
from Mr. Jack. The Gleaner has simply
lied.

Some
persons think that this is indicative of a
general election, but it has never been the
premier’s practice to “star” through the
provinces before dissolution.

OLD STRAW RE-THRESHED.

Thomas P. Gorman discusses in the
Arena for September what he calls “The
Dominion’s Original Sin.” Mr. Gorman
is editor of the Ottawa Free Press, and as
he signs his paper he is entitled to that
consideration which is due to a man who
has “the courage of his conv'ctions.” His
view of the original sin of the dominion
is that confederation was brought about
in a manner not in accord with constitu-
tional methods. There isnot much doubt
about this. The constitution received a

severe wrench at the hands of the framers |

of the union ; but that is over and past.
It has Dbecome, to use the significant
phrase of the New York papers, “a back
number.” We do not talk about it in
Canada any more. A new generation of
voters has come into the field since the
“sin” was committed and no one now
seriously contemplates breaking up the
union, because of any irregularities in
the way in which it was consummated.
Hence Mr. Gorman has not done well in
presenting the case to the American pub-
lic as though it were a live issue. Other
matters of far greater importance demand
the consideration of the active minds of
the country and it would be much betterif
gentlemen who command such ready pens
as Mr. Gorman does, would fight their
political partizanship and study rather
how to help develope this magnificent
dominion, how to obliterats differences of
race, how to build up a true spirit of
loyalty to Canada, than to picture for the
delectation of our neighbors, what are
after all, mere “family” disagreements,
which, as every one knows ought never to
be aired in public.

ITS WISDOM DEMONSTRATED.

Visitors to the agricultural shows this
year will not fail to be impressed with the
excellent results of the government horse
importation. The representations of the
several classes are universally admired.
In the carriage class, Harry Wilkes and
Aurora are represented by a great namber
of colts, the oldest of which are now only
two years. In size, general style, quality
and promise of speed these are all that
the most sanguine santicipated. The
heavier road classes from the Clevelands,
the coach and Hackney horses have great
substance, and are almost all of that deep,
rich bay with black points which is so
much esteemed. It ought to be a com-
paratively easy matter now to pick out
what will make handsome coach teams.
The half-bred Clydesdales are almost
invariably very fine animals, and the half
Percherons’ praises are in every one’s
mouth. Those who were present at the
horse exhibition lately held in Woodstock
say that the number of splendid colts from
the government stock was a most grati-
fying surprise to every one. At St. John,
while the number is not so large, the
specimens are excellent and are greatly
admired. The country has already bene-
fitted by the importation much more than
its cost. 1In view of this excellent result
of its policy in this line, and its efforts to
stimulate an interest in all lines of agri-
culture and stock: raising, it is not a mat-
ter of surprise that the farmers have a
good word to say for the government.

» CoMMENTING upon the new silver law in
the United States, which provides for the
purchase by the treasury $5,000,000 in
silver every month, and the issue of notes
for it redeemable in gold, Murat Halstead
says in the Cosmopolitan that it will be
“ commercially stimulating butnot intoxi-
cating.” Mr. Halstead thinks the sddi-
tional money put iuto circulation by this
new law will be of vast importance to the
farmers, and will enable them to get the
means wherewith to redeem their mort-
gaged farms. = “ Weshall see betfer times”
he says. “The silver law will make an
era.” He urges a recoinage of all the
silver dollars and twenty dollar gold
‘pieces into coins of half the values re-
spectively. To coin a twenty dollar gold
piece is to forbid it to circulate, he says.
It is too big. So also with the silver dol-
ar.

HE SAW THE SCAR:

A Little More from the West Told by a
York County Boy.

- THE SPEED OF A HORSE.

While the public is still marveling over
Salvator’s wonderful performance in run-
ning a mile in 1.35}, there are few who
have, through comparison and analysis,
sought to realize what a terrific burst of
speed this is. Itis nearly 40 miles an
hour—a rate averaged by very few of our
fastest trains. There ar 5280 feet in a
mile, so that for every one of these ninety
five seconds—for every beatof a man’s
pulse—this wonderful horse covered 50
3-10 feet of ground.

The shortest space of time noted by the
turfman’s watch is a quarter of a second—
an interval so brief that the eye can
hardly observe, the mind can hardly
appreciate it. Yet in every one of those
382 quarters of a second that magnificent
creature leaped 16 3-10 feet. Such are the
amazing results of careful breeding as
exhibited in the American race horse.
Is the human race improving in the same
ratio? Scarcely.—Cincinnati Enquirer.
